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O. Glen Hocker Heads Alumni Association; James R. Nevins Elected Vice-President

O. Glen Hocker, 1920, was elected president of the Northeast Missouri State College Alumni Association at the annual business meeting of the association held as a part of the Home- coming activities. James R. Nevins, Superintendent of the Shelby R-IV Schools, was elected vice-president and R. Russell Harrison, Director of Alumni Activities at the College, was elected executive secretary-treasurer.
President Hocker, of Mexico, is a graduate of the Kirksville High School and received the bachelors degree from the State College in 1921.

The Missouri businessman was a teacher and school administrator prior to becoming president of the Dairy Queen Company which developed 150 dairy queen stores in five states from 1946 through 1960. He served as director of the Dairy Queen National Trade Association for a number of years and was its president in 1951. He was the first president of the Dairy Queen National Development Company in 1955 and 1956. Other business interests include the H-P-L Development Company and Hocker and Hocker, a real estate investment firm.

The Association President is an active Mason, a member of the District Boy Scout Board, a life member of the Alumni Association, a life member of the Missouri Historical Society and a member of the Board of Directors of the First National Bank Building Corporation in Mexico. He has been active in the promotion of conservation of water resources, both Federal and State levels. He served in the United States Navy during World War 1. He is married and has one son, Thomas H. Hocker, who is also in the real estate and investment business. Travel has been a life long hobby of the Hockers.

Vice-President Nevins is a native of Browning. He was educated in the Browning public schools and received the bachelor of science in education degree from the College in 1957. He completed the masters degree in 1960 from NMSC and has done post-graduate work at the University of Missouri. Nevins began his career in education as a business teacher in the Clarence Public Schools in 1957 and became high school principal in Clarence the following year. He served in this capacity until he was named Superintendent of the Clarence schools in 1962. With reorganization, he became Superintendent of the new district in South Shelby county in 1964 and remains as head of that school system.

Nevins holds membership in a number of professional and honorary organizations including the Missouri State Teachers Association, the American Association of School Administrators and the Missouri Association of School Administrators. He is a Mason, an active member of the Clarence Civic Club and the Methodist Church, is married and has four children. His hobbies include fishing and hunting.

Several thousand alumni returned to the campus for the 1968 Home- coming festivities held Saturday, October 19. A full week of activities preceded the traditional weekend festivities.

Coronation of the 1968 Homecoming Queen Linda Randell was held on Tuesday, October 15, in the Pershing Arena. Miss Randell is a junior elementary education major from Donnellson, Iowa.

Special guests at the buffet were the classes of 1943 and 1958. Both classes were well represented. No member of the 50 year class of 1918 was able to be present but greetings were received from several members.

The day’s alumni activities were closed with the dance held in the Activities Room of the Student Union. The reception and dance were sponsored by the Alumni Association.

Coach Marv Braden’s gridiron crew compiled a 5-4 record, the first campaign above .500 since 1965. After dropping three straight contests midway through the season, they edged Northwest Missouri of Maryville, 9-7, to regain the “Old Hickory Stick,” and rolled over Missouri Southern, 48-8, in the finale. Braden’s athletes finished in a tie for third in the MIAA.

Selected to the all-league team were defensive tackle John Suell of St. Louis, defensive middle guard Frank Wagner of Chicago, linebacker Jerry Lybarger of Granite City, Illinois, safety Jerry Meyer of Cincinnati, and center John Bringer of Palmyra. Alternate-team choices were tri-captain and split end Steve Garrett of Monroe City, offensive tackle Ron Lillquist of Chicago, and slotback Charles Blakley of St. Joseph. Wagner was also named to the honorable mention list for the Associated Press Small College All-American team.

The cross-country squad won the first conference championship for the school since 1964, benefiting from a rugged dual slate. Coach Kenneth Gardner’s thinclads were only victorious twice in six dual outings this autumn, but they lost to Iowa, Kansas State of Emporia, Western Illinois and Central Missouri. The Bulldogs also placed 19th in the NCAA College Division Meet on November 16 at Wheaton, Illinois.

Top finishers in the MIAA championships were Pat Sullivan of St. Louis, second; Keith Allen of Eldon, Iowa fourth; and Tom Logan of Sedalia, seventh.
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
