Truman Alumni Garner Four of Top 10 
Scores on Missouri CPA Exam 
Four Truman State University alumni 

have been honored by the Missouri 
Society of Certified Public Accountants for 
being among the top 10 candidates who 
earned the highest scores on the May 1996 
CPA exam. Truman had more candidates in 
the top 10 than any other university in 
Missouri. 

The four alumni are 1996 graduates Jan 
Geht, Eric Janson and Gregory Knehans, 
and 1995 graduate Lori LaPorte. All four 
earned Bachelor of Science degrees in 
accounting from Truman. 

Geht is currently pursuing his master's 
degree in taxation at the University of 
Illinois-Urbana and is one of the recipients 
of the Silver Medal Award for the May 
exam. 

Janson received the Bronze Medal 
Award for the May exam. He is a staff 
accountant at Aselage Kiefer & Co., LLP in 
St. Louis. 

Knehans had one of the fourth highest 
scores, and is a staff accountant with 
Wolfer Nilges Nahorski, P.C. in St. Louis. 

LaPorte, who also earned her Master of 
Science in accountancy from Truman, 
received one of the fifth highest scores on 
the exam. She is employed as a staff 
accountant with Deloitte & Touche LLP in 
St. Louis. 

Truman students and alumni have con­
sistently scored in the upper percentile on 
the CPA exam. Robert Dager, head of the 
Business and Accountancy Division, con­
tributes this success to two factors. 

"We have a very rigorous curriculum; 
our students are challenged. Also, our fac-

ulty helps students pull together what they 
have learned to help them review," Dager 
said. 

Sandra Weber, associate professor of 
accounting, teaches the CPA review course 
with the assistance of other faculty. Weber 
said, "I always credit the students because 
they can't pass the exam without a lot of 
determination. The CPA review class meets 
10-12 hours each week. Just because some­
one is talented doesn't mean they can pass 
the exam. It takes a lot of hard work." 

Weber also 
credits the fac­
ulty who assist 
her in teaching 
the CPA 
review course. 
While she 
teaches one 
half of the 
class, they 
teach the other 
half focusing 
in on their spe­
cialty areas.
