The school was established and equipped as an institution to prepare teachers 
for the Public chools of tbe !:Hat~. It ai111s to prepare teachers by 

1 t Givin!( thorough instruction in such branches of !Parning as are taught 
in the schools of lht> H.tate, iucludi ng Graded aud High f-:.cbools. 

2d. Giving instructions in the 1'heory of Teaching. including methods of 
study, methods of reciting, 111etbods of instructing. and methods of govnning. 

3d. Training students in the Art of TPachiug by puctice iu the model school. 
4th. Offoring examples of good teachiug. 

CHARACTER OF A NORMAL SCHOOL. 

A Normal School is a school for the profee.~ional e<lucalion of teachers. His 
an institution in which those who wish to l.Jecome teachers learn ltow to do their 
work. The idea which lies at the basis of the Normal School is that knowing a 
thing aud kuowing bow to teach that thing to others are very distinct and differ­
ent fllcts. In all tt::acbinlr! there i.s an art clitrt'reut from the matter taught It is 
not claimed that one having th~ art of teucbin).{ can teach wbat be does uot know, 
but it is claimed that one without the art of teachi11g cannot teach what he does 
know. In the language of Ur. Hart, "The mere possession of knowledge does not 
make one a teacher any 1nore than the possessiou of powder and shot mukei;i him 
a mark~mu.u." •ro acquire knowledge ourstlves and to µut oll..Jers iu posseBsiou of 
what we:, have acquirt-d are di!-ltioct aod quite unlike things. The art of teach in~ 
is the one iodispensahle qualification of Lile teacher. Without this, whatever else 
be ruay haYe, be is uo teaeher. 'l'o develop teachiug power, to train students in 
the art of teaching is tbe work of the Normal tichool. In this school tbe main 
object of the Btudent ia to learn how to ,uake others know what be knows. "As 
is tbe teacher, so i• the school." The teacher is the most potent factor in the 
system of educatiou. 

A State Normal School is as necessary a part of a system of public education 
as the primary or the gra1u1uar echool. 'l'be greatest want of the age is the want 
of good teuclJers. Natur~ furnislles some with special talents for teaching, a 
natural '' aµtness to teach.1' but professioual traininlo';' is essential to develop, edu­
cate and qualify nature's material for tlte higl.Jest •fttciency. In Normal Schools 
experienced educator~ 11re en1ployed iu training the young in the art of teaching. 
'l'be studeut teacher, Jiving aucl moviug for w~eks and months among those who 
have taught and who look upon teaching as a professiou 1 acquires manners and 
habits peculiarly helpful in future work. 

MEANS EMPLOYED TO TRAIN TEACHERS. 

These are: Ji'i,rst, thorough etudy uy the pupils. We expect students to study 
their lessons and to becurue hm1iliar· with bard study. 'l'hey are taught that all 
education is autl ruust he :-elf-ed ucation. 

Secona, cart'ful aud critical rt'Cilalion under lhe direction of the teacher. We 
expect tbe µupil• to recite without a.-sistan~e froru the teachers. 'l'be teacher aims 
to direct, encourage aud i,;thnulate tht: pupils. 

'J'hi,d, the study of teacl.Jiug. This includes three distinct courses or study. 
The llrst e111brace• tue object, weans anti methods of teacl.Jing, tbe motive of the 
teacher and the 111ethodtj; of orguuiziag, conducting aud governing schools. 'l'he 
Fe<"o11d tret1ts or the n1etl.10ds of t~aching the vu.rious branches of study. 'fbe 
third relates to the Htudy rn the mental and moral powers, their nature and culture. 

Fourth, prtt.ctice in the u10dd KChool. All who intend to graduate, and such 
other student• a., are prepare<! for it. practice teachi11g in the Model tlchool. otu­
dents tt-aclJ an hour u. dtty, while dt:voting the 1nru:1t of their thne to study and 
recitations in the Normal r'cbool. They try to practice !be principles of teaching 
as they have learned them iu the Nor111al l:;d1ool 'rbey compare their work with 
their standards of goo<l teaching, and receive advice and instruction from the 
superintendeut of the l\1odel 1:;chool aud the teachers of the Normal School.

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CONDITIONS OF GRADUATION. 
F'ii·st. Candidates must possess a good moral character and make a record of 

90 per cent, in deportment, 
Second. They must possess sufficient maturity of mind to teach a common school. 
Third. They must pursue regularly all the professional studies of the course. 
Fourth. They must make a grade of not Jess than 70 per cent, in eacla branch 

of study in the course, and a total average of 85 per cent. in all the studies. 
Fifth. Applicants for either certificates or diplomas must do actual teaching 

at least one hour per day in the Model Department during one half year of tbe 
course in which they graduate. 

Sixth. They must submit to the Faculty at the begining of the fourth term 
a thesis on some educational or literary topic. 

The E :camining O,,mmiUee, consisting of the State Superintendent and the 
Presidents of the several Missouri 8tate Normal Schools, will thoroughly examine 
all applicants for diplomas and certificates. 

'l'he examiuation will be both written and oral. No student will he permitted 
to go before the committee for examination whose deportment falls below 00 per 
cent., or who does not have an average grade in class work of 85 per cent. 

CERTIFICATES AND DIPLOMAS. 
Two certificates and two diplomas are issued by the Institution. The time re­

quired to complete the full course of study is four years, but two partial courses are 
recognized. 

'l'he ·Elernentary Oe,·tijicale is granted to students completing the work of the 
first two years, Upon application to the 8tate Superintendent, expressly declaring 
their intention to teac·h in the public chools of Missouri, graduates of this course 
will receive the teachers' certificate, good throughout the l::ltate for two years. 

The Three-Years' Certificate is granted to students completing tbe work of the 
third year in addition to the work of the 1irst two years. Upon ~pplication to the 
State Superintendent, graduates of this course will receive the teachers' certificate, 
good throughout the 8tate for three years. 

The Diploma of the Institution, conferriug the degree of "Bachelor of Arts and 
Didactics," is awarded to those students who complete the full course of four years. 
Those completing the full course. will, on application to the State Superiuteudent, 
receive the 'l'eache,·,' State Certificate. 

Those of the Alumni who teach with decided success for at least two years in 
the State of Missouri, maintain a good moral character, and give satisfactory evi­
dence of advancem ent iu scholarship and culture, receive the Post Graduate 
Diplonia, conferring the degree of ''Master of Arts and Didactics.,, 

All applicants for this diploma must be present during Commencement, 

THE MODEL DEPARTMENT. 
The :Model Depa,·tment was established November 13th, 1882, in order that 

there might be a school in connection with the Normal School exhibiting the best 
methods of classification, teaching and discipline, which the students could visit 
and observe, or take part in as instructors and put in practice the methods they 
had studied. 

It is intend,d that the course of study in the different classes in this school 
shall furnish the means of practical illustration of the methods of teaching. which 
should be familiar to every true teacher, whether filling a position in a Primary, 
Intermediate or High School. 

'l 'he ir>jluence c;f such a school, on the minds of students about to go out as 
teachers, is certainly very great, and none can fail to see tbat an opportunity f>r 
improvement in the art of teaching is offered, such as is furnished by no other 
instrumentality, 

THE PUPIL TEACHERS, 
The pupil teachers while in practice are under the observation and criticism 

of the Principal of the Model School, or some other member of the Faculty. A 
regular system of grading daUy, the cl_a~ses un_der the cha~g': of'. pupll teachers, is 
required or them, rn order to rnsure efficiency in general d1sc1phne and descretion 
in use of incentives to study and deportment. 
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Each day a meetin!( of the pupil teachers is held by the Principal of the Model 
School. when the criticisms of the day are read and profitably discussed practical 
methods illustrated and the work for the next day arranged. ' 

CRITICISM LESSONS. 

Several times a week, classes from the i\Ioclel School are taught by members of 
the Methods classes of the Normal, in the pre,ence of the class, the Principal of 
the Model Department and other members of the Faculty. 

rrhis exercise is, as far a9 po3sible, a sample of an ordinary recitation, or if 
allowed to differ from that, it is in oruer to illustrate more fully some principle or 
method considered important. At the close of the lesson the class is dismissed, 
and the method and manner of tne teacher are fully and freely Jiscussed by all 
preaent, faults poinled out and improven1 911ts Sll~1{ested. [n the3e discu9sions 
many principles are set forth and illustrated, and tb.us llxetl in the minds of the 
atucleuts. 

If objections arise i11 the minds of any they have an opportunity to present 
them, and if unfounded are satisfactorHy answered, so thn.t everything proposed is 
tried by tile most natu rat tests. 

It will be seen that in these exercises and discussions the advantages of both 
theory aud practice are combined in a 1no~t <le-,iru.Ule and eilL!ieut manner, autl the 
general principles are better appreciated and remembered. 

As th~ JJU,rpose of the Nor1nnl School is lo prepare tea.cher8 for lh~ir W?rk, and 
as "no teaching- can be effcetual that is notsupplPniented by training 11 itb required 
of students tb.at they avail themselves of this opportunity for strictly professional 
work.

HISTORY OF NORMAL SCHOOLS. 
The first Normal School of which we have any accurate account ,vas founded 

in 1681 lw the Abbe de la 1-\al!P, canon of the Cathedral at .Rheims. 
Ia 1607, Francke, one of Gerwanv's inost illustriou8 educators, established a 

teachers' cla~s compoC".Jed of poor stu<lPnts whn paid for theit· tuition by assisting 
him in bis work of instruction. In 170--1. he selected fron..1 this cla~s twelve teachers 
who were trained by him for two years, and who exhibited sucb. an aptness to 
teach, that the school through them bei'>tllle famous, bt1ndreds coming to it to study 
bis improved methods. 

Recker, a pupil of Franrke'. established a training school at Stettin in 1735, 
and another ja Berlin in 1748. Frederic the Ureat. under whose patronage be 
worked, estal.ilishetl a specia l training of teachers, thu~ laying the foundation of 
a tborougb professional training, as iudispeosable to the teacher a the hospital to 
the inexperienced physici:u1. 

Gradually the system spread over tbe greater part of Europe, and since 1843 
has been introduced iato the remaiuiug countries of Europe, into North and Routh 
America. into British India and Japan. 'l'he numbPr reporte<lin 1S75 is as follows: 
Italy, 11..3; Prussia, 101; other Ger,uan States, 7:-J; England, ·11 ; Belgi mu, 33; 
l:;witzlerland, 32; Britisb [ndia, 104; rest ia proportion. 

NORMAL SCHOOLS IN THE UNITED STATES. 
MMsachusetts established Lue first Normal School i • the United States, the 

Prussian system having been made familiar to the people of New England by 
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Rev. Charles Brooks, who bad become so deeply interested in the system, that he 
resolved to investigate It for himself and went to Eurcpe for tbat purpose. 

Aft~r bis re~urn be spent several years endeavoring to disseminate llis ideas 
concern1ng the importance of Normal Schools, and succeeded in enli~tiug in the 
cause, many able men, among whom were Horace ~:lann, ,John Quincy Adarns 
and Daniel ,Vel>ster. Finally the legislature of .Massachusetts established a State 
Hoard of Education, with Horace Maun as Secretary, and made an appropriation 
to establish two Normal Schools. 

In 1 34, the Public i:lchool Society of the City of New York, founded a Satur­
day Normal Bcbool, but this was only a High t:lchool in wbicb tbe elementary 
brancbes were taugb t. 
. In 1823 a Normal Scbool of a private character was opened by S. R. Hall, but 
1t was not until 1839 that the first .Normal School was established at Lexington, 
Mass., under the principalship of Cyrus Pierce. 

Since 18-10 these schools have been growing in number and influence, until at 
the present time there are one hundred 11nd ti.fey-six, of wb1cb Pennsylvania bas 
12; Ohio, 12; O'Iissonri, 5; Illinois, 8; Mas'3achusetts, i; rrennessee, 7; New York, 
9; West Virginia 6 and ,visconsiu 5. 'rhe.v employ one thousand two hundred 
and twenty-seven instructors, and enroll thirty-nine thousand, six hundred and 
sixty-nine students. 

HISTORY OF THE STATE NORMAL SCHOOL, 
FIRST DISTRICT, KIRKSVILLE, MO. 

Iu 18i0 the legislature made provision for two State Normal Schools, one to 
be located north and the otber soutb of tbe Missouri River. The school for tbe 
First NormRl District was located at Kirksville and opened as a state institution 
Jan nary 2, 1871. 

Adair Uounty voted $100 000 to secure tbe location of the school with the un­
derstanding that the State would defray all other expenses and keep the school in 
running order. The legislature has made annual appropriations for the support of 
the school in amounts ranging from $5 OJO the first year to $10 OJO at the 
present time. 

To the energy and enthusiasm of Prof. J. Balrlwin, the first President of the 
school, now of the Sam Houston Normal 8chool, Huotsville, •rexa~. rnore than to 
any other one person is clue tbe credit of ti.le e;tablisbmeut of the Htate Normal 
School of the first district at Kirksville. He, assisted by Prof \V. P. Nason, Supt. 
J.M. Greenwood, Kansas City, and others, had cou.Jucte<l witb decided success a 
private Normal School at Kirksville fo,· three and one-ltalf_yearo pl"ior totbe action 
of the legislature providing fur the :::;r.ate Norma.l::1, and such was the reputation 
that it had acquired during tbe time, that the authorities adopted it as tbe State 
Normal School f\>r the District without change in the Faculty, or course of study. 
Not only is the credit of locating tbe school in probably the most accessible place 
for the greatest number of people in ~forth Missouri, clue to Prof. Baldwin, but bis 
zeal and enthusiasm in the cause of education g~ve an impulse to our public schools 
which will be felt in the State long after be has tllied an honored grave. 

MISCELLANEOUS. 
DISCIPLINE. 

First. A Normal School is in a bigb sense a model school. Here the art of 
school management is embodied in practice and taught by example as well as 
by theory. 

Secr,nd. Our students are to he teacbers. Each one is expected to act as he 
will wish his pupils to act. Conduct is viewed from tbe standpoint of both 
teacher and pupil. . . . 

Third. The true principle of school government-that authonty 1s vested Ill 
the Faculty and not in the pupils-will be stricUy adhered to. . . 

Fourth. Students found to be disorderly or mdolent will be peremptori ly dlS­
missed. Such students are not tbe material out of whicb to make teacbers.

Several 
lectures have been held in the chapel and in the town ball under the auspices of the 
Normal the past year, and It is designed to increase the number the next session. 

LIBRARIES. 

Three libraries have been commenced; 
1. A general library, which contains a considerable number of standard works 

of science, the poets. biography, fiction, general literature and history. 
2. A reference library, in which are kept various kinds of reports, encyclo­

paedias, dictionaries and text books. 
3. A professional library, kept in the President's room, and designed to con­

tain such books and reports as may aid teachers in their profession. 'l'hese libra­
ries are free to all students, and, thongb small, are found to be valuable helps 
There will be no effort spared to increase these libraries till they shall reach an 
Importance commensurate with the needs of the school. 

READING ROOM. 

In addition to the above mentioned libraries, through• the liberallty of the 
publlshers, many of the leading current p_nblications, monthlies, weeklies and 
dailies may ue read by our students. 
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GENERAL HINTS ON READING. 
Systematic reading is more profitable than de3ultory. What b~oks a student 

reads is as important as what branches he studies. There is a proper order to be 
observed i• reading as in stuUy. Uuless directed by a person of more experience 
than hilnself. a student 1nust waste much time in learning what to read and when 
to read it. Nothing is of more importance to the teacher than the habit of regular 
reading. tudents who are to be teacb.er; should form tbi; habit during their 
student life.

School boards are cautioned against persons who attend the Normal merely 
long enouah to ~et their names on our records and then pass themselves off as 
"Normal t~acher;." \Ve will not be held responsible for the work of persons who 
do not attend school long enough to secure a respectable proficiency in their studies 
.and in Normal methods. 
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SCHOOL OFFICERS.

!(ested that none be recommended who are not physically, mentally and morally, 
titted to become teachers of our public schools. A cordial invitation is extended 
to the teachers of the public schools of the State to spend as much of their unem­
ployed time with us as they can thus use pleasantly and profitably. They will be 
welcome for a day, a week, a year. 

LOCATION. 
The location is very de,<irable. Kirksville is proverbial for good health. Rail­

road facilities are all that could be desired. 'l'he Wabash, St. Louis & Pacific 
Railroad with its numerous connections, and the Quincy, Missouri & Pacific Rail­
road crossing at this place, render the school easy of access froru eve-ry county in 
the district. ::lituated 200 miles northwest of St. Louis. the institution is accessible 
to a large and promising territory that is rapidly growing In population at din all 
of the elements of thrift. Kirksville contains about 3 0J0 inhabitants, intelligent, 
moral and enterprising. The citizens feel proud of the Normal and do all in tlteir 
power to sustain it. 

BUILDINGS AND _ GROUNDS. 
The building was completed for use January 15, 1878, and was dedicated on the-

13th of February following 'rhe original cost of tlle Uuildiog, gr,,unds, furniture, 
apparatus and library was $150,000. 

Through the liberality of our last leoislature an appropriation of $1-5,0CJ.3 was 
made for necessary repairs on tile building, for additional apparatus in stveral 
depli.rtmeuts, and for other necessary iwprovements, including a new heating 
apparatus. 

'I he building is 180 Feet in length and 00 feet in width with four working 
stories, e11Jbraciag forty-two room£!. rrhe exterior is iniposing, and tlie interior, 
with the repairs and improvements to be n1ade during the con1ing sumn1er, will 
be couvenieutly and compactly arranged. 

For the hot water heating apparntus in use lteretofore stearn-lteating apparatus 
will be substituted. 

All movements of the school are regulated by electric bells rung by a pro­
!!"ramwe clock. Tltis is the first clock ever used by any school for this purpose. 
From this one tl10 electric programme clock was patented. 

'l1his carupus, embracing filteen acres, is tastefully adorned with evergreen~, 
shrubbery anti shade trees. 'l1be entire surrouo.ding8 are designed to illustrate to 
the students the necessary a,lornrnents of every school house, and to fill the soul 
with such a love of the beautiful in nature and art as shall find practical exprnssion 
w lterever they may be called Lo labor. 

The work of ornamentation is due to the voluntary contributions of tnoney ant! 
labor by the faculty and students, and generous donations of other friends.

Thorough work in any calling requires thorough preparation. No one thinks 
of doing anything remarkably well without giving that thing unusual attention. 
Whenever any one distinguishes himself by a brilliant performance it is proof 
positive of extra labor in preparation.

It is a fixed law of nature that cause aad effect bear to each other a constant 
ratio. Success is the eff~ct of preparation. It is measured by the degree of prepa­
ration. In other callings this well-known truth is never questioned. No one 
dreams of success at the law or medicine without long and careful preparation. 
"\.Vhy should teachers succeed without it? A teacher works upon chilrlren. A 
child is a complex being-part animal, part intellectual, part spiritual. The laws 
of its being, growth and development are difficult to understand and more diffi­
cult to apply. He deals with children not singly, but in masses. At school chil­
dren influence ea.ch other. They are more impulsive, more wayward, less subject 
to reason and right. 'l'o train a child is a task so clifficult that poets, priests, 
prophets, sag is, kings and philosophers have failed, signally failed, even with their 
own children. 

'ro train a room full-to furnish the right mental and moral food and medicine 
-and to have it taken at the rigllt times and in tile proper manner and quantities, 
is the most difficult problem in the world. No natural gifts are sufficient for tile 
work. Every teacher should study the nature of the child, the nat,ire of the 
mind, the laws of its action, impulses, emotions; should learn to know its weak• 
ness and it-s •trength. 

In the work of teaching, no one bas ever succeeded and no one ever will suc­
ceed witllout preparation. 

LESSONS. 

The proper work of the Normal Sehool is to develop the mind, give a clear 
comprehension of the theory of education, and teach the application of the theory 
in practice. 

A Normal School stucleut should differ from other students in his conduct, in 
his study, and in his recitation. Preparing to become a teacher and a leader, he 
should in conduct be manly, frank, energetic, self-reliant, having a high standard 
of thinking and action. 

In study he should aim to master the subject from a teacher's standpoint, seek­
ing to know the subject in all its relations, ant.I in recitation he should try to recite 
so that the subject may be clear to others, rather than to show that it is clear to 
himself.: 

Obedience to the known truth is the king's highway to that which is still 
beyond us. 

The firm resolve to do our duty, regardless of feeling, is the surest way to beget 
and foster right feeling. 

It is a good thing to be great, but a greater thing to be good. 
The secret of success consists in knowing what to do and how to do it, and 

then doing it when it should be done and as it should be done. 
The wisest man may be wiser to-morrow than he is to-day. 
Advancement depends upou toil and truth, upon knowing and doing. 
Every man is his own worst antagonist. 
The most valuable quality in education is accuracy. 
No opposition can baffie the persistent man. 
Youth must work in order to enjoy. 
The complete mastery of one subject is better than a superll.clal knowledge 

or many. 
The great difference in men consists in this: some think; others do not. 
The spirit of self-help is the root of all genuine growth in the individual. 
More persons are made good by exercitation than by nature.
