Our dormitory system started in 

19--18 when we opened the doors of 
Blanton Hall and Nason Hall. Since 
then, we have built Brewer Hall, 
Dobson Hall, Grim Hall, and Ryle 
Hall, besides the Fair Apartment 
Building. 

P lans have already been drawn and 
approved by the Board of Regents 
for the erection of another dormitory 
which has been christened M issouri 
Hall. We are hoping that t his building 
will be ready for occupancy at the 
opening of the fall quarter, 1965. It 
is a five-story building, ho using 666 
students. Most of the rooms will 
accommodate two students. T here 
are a few rooms in the building t hat 
will house four students each. On the 
first floor will be a large, beautiful 
reception lounge; and in the basement 
there will be laundry faci lities. It will 
also have a large dining room with 
modern kitchen facilities. Both the 
dining room and t he lounge will be 
air-conditioned. 

This building will be located on t he 
lot directly north of t he present Brewer 
Hall. The basic architecture of t his 
building is similar to Dobson Hall and 
Ryle Hall. The roof provides a d is­
tinctive architectural link to the other 
campus buildings. The exterior walls 
are brick matching t he previous build­
ings on the campus. Basically it is 
of a Georgian Style of architecture, 
as are the other buildings of t he 
College. 

Missouri Hall is another interesting 
addition to our dormitory system, 
equaling in comfort and atmosphere 
the other dormitories of t he campus.

Among t he many school district 
reorganizations in recent years, one of 
the most sweeping plans was effected 
in Knox County in 1961. In that year 
the voters of Knox County's many 
small school districts voted 2300 to 
t29 to reorganize into a county-unit 
Hchool district. The new district 
rncompassed an area of 512 square 
miles including eight towns, five of 
which had been operating sm a ll high 
schools. The proposed plan was to 
build a central county-unit high school 
and continue to operate elementary 
schools in t he eight towns of the 
county. 

There were several good reasons for 
the reorganization. A lthough a limited 
number of smaller reorganizations had 
been approved within the county prior 
to 1961, none of them h ad brought 
about any great improvements in the 
school system . All t hese former re­
organizations h ad been sm a ll in ::;cope 
and limited in poten t ia li ties. The 
existing high sch ools were necessarily 
limited in t heir curricular offering::;, 
and all were over crowded. Thus, wit h 
t he need for change clearly eviden t, 
the overwhelming voter a pproval fol­
lowed as a natural consequence. 

Shortly after t he reorganizat ion 
was approved , a new board of educa­
tion was elected . The m embers were 
,J. J . Hayes, Edina, President; Dr. 
Kenneth G lover, Newark , Vice Presi­
dent; Grover Easley, :'.\lovelty, Treas­
urer; Mm. Ralph K ennedy, Knox City; 
,James Kiley, B aring; and .John K. 
Miller, Knox C ity. They faeed m a ny 
problem s, and moved q uickly t o beg1n 
solving t hem. They elected Richa rd

After exam ining various new ::;chool 
plants in t h e area, t he board selected 
P earce a nd Pearce of St. Lo uis as 
architects for t heir building. Then 
began the busy t ime of decidino- t he 
educational needs of t he high sih ool, 
a nd pla nning t he building to fi t t he 
n eeds. Superintendent Kimble a nd 
t he board of education held many 
confe rences with teachers in Yario us 
d epa r tm ents, lay groups, State D e­
part m ent of Education people, and t he 
a rchitects . Population and school 
enrollmen t figures for several years 
were studied, and future enrollmen t 
was estimated . The basic curricula r 
needs were worked out and teaching 
areas tentatively planned . vVith a ll 
th is information in h and, P earce a nd 
P earce com pleted pla ns and specifi­
ca tions for t he new buildi ng and t he 
voters approved the necessary $1,100,-
000.00 bond i::;sue by a la rge m ajority . 
E a rly in 1962 t he contract was award­
ed to t he Don Bron construction com­
pa ny, and work began in t he summer 
of 1962 . The building was occupied 
in Sep tember of ] 963. 

One of t he many changes neces­
sitated by t he opening of t he new high 
1,chool was t he reorganization of t he 
tra nsportation ::;ystern . After careful 
study it was d ecided t hat b uses sh ould 
t ransport a ll pupils in to t he various

elem enta ry cen ters, t hen reload t he 
high school pupils into the necessary 
number of buses fo r the t rip t o t he cen­
t ral high school. R outes were pla nned 
to eliminate overla pping, and t ime 
::;chedules adopted. A very fe w stu­
dents ride a s long as sixty minutes, bl!t 
a lmost all of t hem are t ransported in 
less t han a n ho ur. All high school 
pupils a rc t ransported , and sligh tly 
more tha n ha lf of the elem entary pupils 
a re t ra nsported. ~o addit iona l buses 
were required, however , because of t he 
fact t hat many of t hem now perform 
double duty. Approximately 1000 stu­
den ts a re transported daily in t wenty­
six district-owned buses. 

The improved educational oppor­
tunities for the pupils of K nox County 
a re m a ny a nd varied. For the fi rst 
time, every public school pupil can 
tak e ad vant age of a school lunch . T he 
school sy stem now employs a g uida nce 
a nd eounseling st a ff , and the curri cular 
offerings have been greatly expanded. 
The elem entary schools have under­
gone extensive repairing a nd redecorat­
ing, a nd, because t hey no longer house 
hi gh sehools, provide adequate room 
for t he elem en tary school program . 

Mr. Ke lley R ogers, Director of Ele­
men tary E ducation , has worked closely 
,Yith teacher C'ommittees o n t h e stand­
ardi,mt ion of textbook s in t he elem en­
tary sc hools . Special :-;er vices arc 
pro vided by a g uida nC'e director , t wo 
music teachern, a director of physical 
ed ucatio n, a n a r t supervisor , a nd t wo 
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.-pccia l cducalion teacher ·. Pre::,ent 
pla ns are to expa nd t hc.·c services by 
adding a reading ·pecia li.·t a nd a nother 
physical education teacher in t he near 
fu t m c.

EorToR's NOTE : The following article is the 

address given by Mrs. Stark, B.S. in Ed ., 
1939 and M.A., 1958, at the seventeenth 
annual banquet of the Graduate Alumni Club 
held in Ryle Hall dining room, April 6, 1964. 

I first came to the State Teachers 
College as a student during the sum­
mer of 1933. Some of you may remem­
ber the campus then with few bui ld­
ings pine trees along t he center walk, 
and ' the beautiful sunken garden. 
What we had at that time was a n 
outstanding faculty. I will never for­
get the classes I had then and later 
,rith Dr . .John R. Kirk, Dr. W alter 
H. Ryle, Dr. Nan E. Wade, Mr. .John 
Biggerstaff, Dr. Barrett Stout, M r. 
Felix Rothschild and many ot hers. 
These professors were not just d is­
pensers of facts. They widened our 
horizons and gave us a way of life . 

Through the depression years of t he 
30's, the war years of the 40's, and t he 
space years of the 50's and 60's, I have 
observed the growth and developmen t 
of this College. I 'm sure this has been 
a great challenge to Dr. Ryle, but h e 
has always succeeded, and t he College 
has grown with t he t imes a nd has been 
ready for the changes that t he fu t ure 
brings so rapid ly in t hi s dynamic age. 

What can we as graduates and 
educators do for our school? I t hink it 
is located so near us t hat we take it for 
granted. During World W a r II while 
I was teaching in the sta te of W ashing­
ton, a superintendent of schools asked 
me where I had received my degree. 
1 answered, "Maybe yo u haven't 
heard of it, but it was N ort heast Mis­
souri State T eachers College at Kirks­
ville." H e looked at m e and replied , 
"My best teachers come from t here. 
You will never get so far from home 
that educators haven 't heard of that 
college. It is one of t he best i n the 
world ." 

During my years in teaching and 
counseling, numerous students have 
indicated to me eit her by words or 
alti t ude t hat t hey didn't have enough 
money to go to a better college-that 
they would have to go to Kirksvill e. 
Why do students t hink t hi s'? Arc we 
doing our pa rt in giving in fo rmation 
so that our students can ma ke realistic 
choi ces? 

Of course, t here a rc other fine ·o l­
lc·gc:-;. The stud ents should have the 
facts in order to SC' lccl t he school whi ch 
will be:-;t meet their need s. I sometimes 
feC' I that grad uatcs of oLhcr co l 10gcs 
and uni vcrsit ics publi c;i•ze t heir schools 
more effect ively tha n do we.

is wor thy of consideration as an out­
standing college in many areas and 
certainly one of the best for t he train­
ing of teachers. '\Ve, t he alumni, have 
a responsibility to our alma mater . 
Let us give her om support and our 
loyalty. 

I want to mention another area in 
which I think we can help t he College 
and the College can help us. I believe 
there is a definite need for an active 
educational research program in 
~ortheast Missouri. This should be 
so comprehensive as to go into all 
facets of our educational system. Most 
of the studies printed in educational 
materials come from surveys conducted 
in cities where t he student population 
and needs may not be comparable to 
ours. Furthermore, many of these 
studies arc old and possibly outdated. 
We need to develop new approaches 
as well as improve ai.1d refine present 
programs. It would be more helpful 
to m e to use a statistical smvcy made 
in Edina or Macon t han one from ?\' ew 
York or San Francisco. 

My own great interest is in the area 
of teaching of reading-developmental, 
remedial, and rapid reading. I at­
tended the University of Delaware 
during the summer of 1961 where I 
learned to read and teach a method of 
speed reading. I have found in working 
with my students at Memphis t hat 
comprehension remains about con­
stant even at reading speeds of 2,000 
or more words a minute. This is possi­
L;J e through m aking more effective use 
of comprehension skill s and through 
eye-training t hat enables one to see 
m a ny more words at a glan ce. This is 
so promising thaL I think it sho uld be 
studied under super vision so that we 
know t he results arc valid. 

All of us arc unique and have differ­
en t in terests in the educational field . 
W e hold Master's degrees in educati011. 
We shou ld be capab le and willing to 
give our time a nd effort to better our 
profession through research: I ,~onder 
if a committee composed of professors 
from the College and m embers of lhi s 
organization coul<l study the fcasibi_lity 
of such a research program? Possibly 
Lhrough work ing together research 

could be stimulated, supervised, and 
collected so t hat an annual b ulletin 
on education in Northeast Missouri 
could be made available to the College 
and to us in the teaching profession.

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COAL MINING IN ADAIR COUNTY 
(Second Ins tallment) 

The forerunner of the important 
mines in the )/"ovinger fie ld was the 
Xo. l m ine of the Por ter Coal Co ., 
which .John L. Porter of K irksvillc

1 

who pioneered in so many enterprises, 
had sunk on Rye Creek, which is cast 
of the Chariton River and at least two 
miles cast of Novinger. Some coal was 
mined here in the 18801s. T he com­
pany followed tbi.; by a shaft sunk on 
what is now N ovinger1s main street. 
l\1orc wat0r than coal was found, in 
fact, so much water that t he shaft 
became the well which served the town 
for half a century. 

Following the Porter Coal Company 
was the 0. K. Coal Company, which 
sank their X o. l mine on the Hiram 
X ovinger farm west of t he town of 
)/"ovingcr in 1891-93 . The 0 . K. Coal 
Company sold to the Rombauer Coal 
Company thus bringin g St. Louis 
capital to the Novinger fie ld in 1897. 
Their X o. l m ine employed a large 
number of men, some living in Novin­
ger, some in Danforth , and some in a 
group of C'ompany how-;es bui lt near 
the mi nc on 1 he hi ll sidc j w-;t no rthwest 
of the mine. 

The Rombaucr.· established thei r 
)lo_ 2 mine in )899 with a shaft one­
half mile north of Xovingcr on Davis 
Creek. 

Rombaucr No. 3 star tC'cl producing 
in J 907. It was located three m iles 
north on Davis Creek. It employed 
several hundred men mo:-;t of whom 
orio-inally worked by the .·o lid-shoot­
ing room-and-pillar plan but later 
changed Lo the long wall method. It 
was Lhe fir.· t Adair County m ine to 
introduce eleC'Lric mining maC'hincs. 
Xo. 3 mine was abandoned around 
19 I 2 and the equipment moved to 
other mines. 

H.ombauer Xo. --1- , begun in I 90D, was 
loC'ated bet ween X os. 2 and 3 Oil Davis 
Crrek , whiC'h flows from thr no rth 
past t hr west i-;ide of the town of 
Xovinger. Thr Rom lntuN Coal Com­

It 
was m1c of the varied interests of Ber­
nard Corrigan who decided in 1899 to 
invest in t he production of coal at 
Novinger. Mr. Corrigan's p ri ncipa l 
business in Kansas City was con tract­
ing, but he had bui lt t he first ~treet 
railway in Kansas City, t he Balt unore 
Hotel, and the Kansas City a nd St. 
.Joseph Electric Rail way . 

He knew nothing about coal mini ng 
but was persuaded that it wo uld be a n 
excellent ad j unct to h is street ra ilway 
which operated its own power plant. 
His son John came to Novinger in 1899 
and opened the first Kansas City M id­
land mine. He was fo llowed by Ber­
nard .Jr. who after a brief tria l pre­
fe rred to follow a legal pract ice. T he 
third son, Emmett, told h is father he 
wanted to go to work rather t ha n to 
college, so in 190-lc, afLcr a b rief 
trial in railroad construction with h is 
father, he came to N ovingcr to t ry his 
hand at operating the Kansas City 
Midland Coal Company. 

Midland No. l was ope ned in 1899 
three fourths of a mile north of Noving­
er. It was closed in 190-:1:. Mid land 
No. 2 was opened in l90-! one and 
thre<' fourths miles north of Novinger. 
It produced until 1913. Mid land No. 
3, located cast of the Novingrr ceme­
tery on the Connclsvi llc road, was 
located b<'twe<'n I\'" os. l and 2. 

The town of "Midland No. -J." in 
whieh town lots we-re sold was gen­
e-rally known as T ipperary. Tipperary 
wai-; u C'Oal camp-housc-i-;, .·hacks, and 
thrc-c- 1-;torc-s to serve the workers in 
Mid land Mine No. -+, opc- ned in 19 14

the OK. The investment in Midland 
N o. --! a pproached one hundred thous­
and dolla rs . 

Severa l mines in t he Novinger fie ld 
ended up as co-operatives, a m ethod 
of operation in which there were no 
wages pa id but instead ea ch miner 
received a sha re of the money received. 
Generally the co-operatives were not 
as remunerative as th e union scale paid 
by t he big companies. It was a device 
whereby some miners obtained em­
oloymen t where t he union scale did 
i10t just ify t he continua nce of a min e. 

M idla nd N o. 5, which bad been 
Romba ucr No. -!, ended as a co­
operative. Midla nd No. 6 was star ted 
as a co-ope rative in 1915 but sold to 
t he K a nsas C ity Midland Coal Com­
pany in 19 l 7 . It was located one mi le 
so ut h of Novinger. It closed in 1919. 
In 1917 K a nsas City Midland em­
ployed -:1:82 miners. 

·M idland N o. 7, started in 1919, was 
a lmost as grea t a mine as Midland No. 
--! . It was located 2½ miles south of 
Novinger and operated un t il 1932 or 
l933. Like No. -:I: it may have had four 
hund red underground workers at its 
peak. 

l\-1 id la nd No . 8, fo ur miles south of 
Novinger, straight wes t from Tip­
perary, had a lo ng life a nd a varied 
existence. It had bee n opened in 1903 
by t he Manufacturers Coal and Coke 
Com pany bu t they did no t operate it 
extensively . It was reopened by thl' 
M id la nd Company in 1930 and run by 
them until 1945. It then operated as 
the Num ber Eight Coal Company a nd 
the Corrigan Coa l Company, then 
became a miners' cooperative under 
t he B lacksmith ma nage ment and con­
t inued so unt il 1962. On May 30, 1962, 
t he main sha ft caved in a nd th e t ipple 
was wrecked by a terrific windstorm 
t he fo llowing day . 

On .June 25, 19l9, the K a nsas C ity 
M idla nd Coal Compa ny bought thc­
Mercha n t:-; L ight a nd P ower Co mpa ny 
clc-ct riC' p la n t in r ovinger and gave 
:;\T ovingc r 2--l--hou r service for t he first 
t ime. They used their dynamo a t th<' 
:;\To. 7 mine a nd no t on ly lighted 
X ov i ngc r, bu t they cons t ructed t rarn;­
portat ion lines a nd sold power to 
G rcc-nt op, Queen C ity, G reen Casti<', 
a nd G rec- 11 C ity. Thi s was latc- r so ld 
to l\'Iisi-;ouri Power a nd Light Com­
pa ny, which might have considered 
Xov inger a n . ideal spot fo r the ma nu­
fact ure of elec trieity. However they 
did not bu t in ·toad closed and rnzc<l 
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the plant, furni shing ~he c.?al m ine area 
with power ou t o f K 1rksv 11le . 

The Blacksmith Coal Compa ny, 
which was principa lly M r . Joe Black­
smith located its fi rst coa l mine l ½ 
miles 'west of ~ovinger, beside High­
way 6. This mine was u nk in t h e 
1930's and con t in ued op e ration un t il 
1956 when t he top str ucture was d e­
stroyed by fire, t hough t to have been 
8tartcd by ligh tning. The o rig inal 
owner, J oe B la cksm ith, h ad di spo ed 
of his interests to a ne wly -fo rmed 
stock compa ny some time before t he 
fire. After t he fire t he compa ny bought 
.\fidla nd 's X o. 8 a nd co n t in upd to 
operate it. As re po rted to t he , tate 
Bureau of :'.\1ines, t he Blacks mi t h top 
production was in 19-!3 when thPy 
hoisted -!6, 128 tons of eoal. The ir 
last year of operatio n was 196 1, when 
thE>y reported a produ ction of 17,5(5 1. 

One of the la rgc.·t conc-ern. · in thC' 
Xovinger field wa. · t he :Manufacturen; 
Coal and Co ke ompany. Th is c·om­
pany of C hi cagoan.· o f which H. F. 
Rf'<l<lig was presidC'n t bough t o r leased 
50,000 acres of la nd in t he 'hari ton 
\'a ll<>y, a nd <>.·tab li .·hed t he town of 
Connpf. ·vilk .

T he Great Northern Fuel Company 
star ted in ); ovinger in l 903. Its No . 1 
mi ne was located two miles north of 
Xovinger on Davis Creek. Great 
Xort hern X o. 21 started on BiJLys 
Creek in 190-!, 3½ miles southwest of 
X ovinger. Great Xorthern Xo . 22 
was opened in 190-! one mile so utheast 
of No. 21. X o . 23 was readied in 1903. 
It.- operation was one mile so uth of 
X ovinger on Spring Creek. Great 
X orthcrn Xo. 31 was located on t he 
George vV. Cain farm easr of the 
C ha ri ton River but alongsidC' th<' I. & 
, 'l. L. Railroad, which crossed tlw river 
to get to it. Xo. 31 existed from 1901 
on, but it had its grC'atest activity from 
19-!0 to l 9-!5 as the property of the 
'hariton RivC'r oal Company. 

The- Great XorthC'rn Fuel Company 
was c·apitalizcd out of Chi<'ago by 
men who probably nC'\·er made a profit 
from their im·C'stment. Th<> company 
abandoned all C'Oal production in 1911.

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Arctic No. 2 produced ·a great dea l of 
coal between 1915 and 1930. Typical 
of many of t he mi nes t hat were severa l 
m iles ou t of Novinger , t he m en lived 
in the town and rod e a miner 's t ra in 
each morning down t he I. & St. L. 
Railroad to Youngstown and on t h e 
Adair County Railroad . T hey re­
turned in t he evening. The engine and 
crew which took t h e miners to t h eir 
work brough t back to Novinger t h e 
previous day's Late output of coal 
which ha d been loaded into t h e ra il­
road 's gondolas. 

The engine and crew were possibly 
busy during the day br inging cars 
south from Connelsv ille or down Davis 
Creek. In the evening t he engine took 
empty cars down to t h e various mines 
a long t he road to Y oungstown and up 
Billys Creek. It returned with t h e 
miners in t he passe nger cars and with 
the coal that had been loaded during 
t he day. The m iner paid h is fare by 
buying a t icket good fo r a number of 
rides and t he conductor p unched it 
much Like a meal ticket is punched . 

The evening ride is reported often as 
a wild one. Not only was the roadbed 
rough causing frequent d era ilments, 
b u t each passenger car might have a 
diee game or several card games i11 
ope ration. At payroll t im e professional 
gamb lers rode t he cars and cleaned out 
some of t he un ·ophisticatC'd players . 
:\1any a miner wor ked hard , so it 
\\·as said , for t wo weeks and lost his 
earnings on t he t rain between t h e m in e 
and t he town. This widespread story 
of gambling on t he evening train is 
di sputed by some, however, who say 
that t he re turning mine r was most 
interested in getting home from a day 
of exhausting toil. 

The Arctic Coal Compa ny was 
reorganized in J 931 as the C hariton 
River Coal Co mpa ny and continued to 
operate i\o . 3 until 19-!5. The Arctie 
had ninety r mploy cs in 1921 ,,·hich 
may have been its greatest year . The 
C ha ri to n Rive r Coal Company had its 
grC'atest yC'ar i11 1937 wlw n it produced 
33,2 G tons. 

Hi vC'rs ide Coal Company opened 
the ir K o . I mine west of thr C ha ri ton 
Hi ve r, ;,o u lh of Novinger, a nd on t h<' 
1. & St. L. Rai lroad. They start·C'd in 
the per iod fo llowing \,Vo rid W a r l. 
Their g rC'a t productio n was in 1938-
3:2,000 ton:-;. T lwy c losed in 1938. 

Tlw Sim ler Bluff m ine w1.1,s located 
011 t hr Iowa & Rt . Lo ui s Hai lroad , and 
lw :--; id C' H ighway 11 whcrP it <Tot-ise:--; 
the C'h 1.trilo 11 Hiver. Most so utherly 
of :w y mine in the Novi11.,.C'l' field, it 
was sometinw;, called t lw No . 11 min<' 
h<'c·w.-c of it · locat io n . Most of i l · 
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miners li ved in Kirksville but some of 
them Ji ved i n Novinger or near the 
mine. It shipped its coal on th e rail­
road until the rai lroad was torn up; 
thereafter it continued as a truck 
m ine. The operators were known as 
the Simlers Bluff Producers Associa­
tion or t he Baiotto Coal Company. 
Simler Bluff's greatest outpu t was in 
19-:1:7-37,314 tons. 

Marion a nd William Ba io tto, who 
operated the Simler B luff mine, closed 
it in 1949 and opened a mine on Billys 
Creek-The Billy Creek Coal Com­
pany. This mine produced around 30,-
000 tons a year until 1961 when a lack 
of demand for the product reduced the 
number of working days and t he 
production. I n 1961 they produced 
19,763 tons. T hey g ive employment 
to 28 men underground. The mine is 
107 feet below t he surface. It is a suc­
cessful mine and has the distinction of 
being t he only mine in operation in 
Adair County in 1963. 

The sixty or more years of coal 
mining around Novinger has been an 
interesting and a lively period in its 
history. There were t imes of prosper­
ity in which coal miners had wages of 
five dollars a day in years when com­
mon labor was getting only a dollar a 
day. When the demand fo r coal was 
great the coal miner had much more 
money than he needed for a living and 
he flung the surplus around in rip­
roaring style. 

Dance h alls, loose women, and 11 
saloons made life in Novinger much 
like the Old West. Kni vcs and guns 
were part of the personal equipment of 
the Novinger miner who ventured 
down on Frankford Avenue or into 
t he row of saloons south of t he track 
after dark. Old-t imers declare t hey 
witnessed scenes in which one miner 
said to another, "Reach for your 
gun," while at t he same time reaching 
for his own. Or one angered and 
slightly intoxicated miner migh t in 
t rue Dodge City style say, "The next 
t ime I see you, have your gun ready 
to shoot. " This might be followed t he 
next evenin g by the two drinki ng side 
by side at a bar, the closest of friends. 

A unique production in t he Novinger 
coal field was t he mine owned by the 
city of K irksville . The city had i ts 
pumping station for many years on the 
cast bank of the Chariton River, 
pumpin g water from the ri ver to the 
city reser vo ir fo ur miles a way . A mine 
was sunk ou the pumping staLion site 
and from i t Kirk. ville produced 2,000 
tons a nnua ll y for a dozen years, co n­
suming the coal in the manufaeturP of 
power to operate t he pumps.

WINS PRESIDENT'S CUP 

President Walter H. Ryle presenting 
the President's Cup to Linda Jane Miller, 
president of Alpha Sigma Alpha Sorority, 
at the Pan-Hellenic banquet April 21. 
For the third consecutive year Alpha 
Sigma Alpha won the trophy for having 
the highest scholastic average among the 
four Teachers College sororities and 
therefore the cup is permanently their 
property. 

The story of coal in t he Hazel Creek 
area is much like that of Stahl as to t he 
size of the industry , t he methods of 
producing coal, a nd the quality of t he 
coal. Yet there are facets of t he Hazel 
Creek story which arc different from 
Stahl or K irksville or t he riproaring 
tale of Kovinger and its boom days. 

Hazel Creek is a sma ll stream which 
fl ows into the Chariton River from 
the cast about two mi les above Con­
nclsvillc. Its two main branches a re 
Big Hazel Creek and Little Hazel 
Creek. It drains an area of 25 square 
mi les and the head waters are a long 
U. S. 63 north and so ut h of Sublette. 
I t is close to the mouth of the creek 
where coal m ining has been developed. 

The Hazel Creek area is not at a ll 
related to Stahl geographi call y . It 
is usually considered a pa rt of t he 
Novinger field, but its coal was 
probably from t he Lexington bed 
rather t ha n the Bev ier ve in. 

At Hazel C reek coal was, perha ps 
more tha n in any other place in t he 
vVest, developed as a farm product. 
The farms of the a rea are co mposed of 
good t illa ble so il , producing co rn 
wheat, oats, soy beans, hay, hogs'. 
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eatt lc a nd sheep . Iu the years before 
coal production began a nd during the 
years it was produced a nd in the years 
since, t he farmers have done well with 
t heir farm produce . T here a re some 
excellen t farm homes, a mong t he best 
in Ada ir county. But for nearly a 
century fa rmers opened their min es in 
the fa ll a nd produced coal, each farmer 
either supervising t he operation or 
contracting with a neighbor who wou ld 
take on t he busin ess . When spring 
came, t he produetion of coal was laid 
aside in favo r of working with the soil. 

The mines in Hazel C reek are for 
t he most part sha ll ow. Some of them 
started o ut as diggings in to t he banks 
of the creek where the coal vein was 
exposed. T he scam was fo llowed back 
as far as seemed feasible . In other 
p laces a slope is dug into t he hil lside 
until t he vein of coal is struck. In still 
other places a shaft has been sunk. 
Seldom in any place in t he Hazel Creek 
neighborhood h as t he shaft gone as 
much as fif ty feet down.
