NMSU 
Adds 
Value 
Abroad 

NMSU gained statewide 
recognition when it was 
named Missouri's public 
liberal arts and sc iences 
university. When "Money" 
magazine featured the Uni­
versity as one of the top 10 
publi c liberal ar ts and sci­
ences institutions, NMSU 
came into the national main-
stream. Now, Pres. Charles 
McClain and Dean of Instruc­
tion, Darrell Krueger, have 
taken the Value-Added 
message overseas. 

Paris, France, was the 
site May 12 through 14 of 
an interna tiona l conven tion 

that gave the two adminis­
ters the chance to boas t on 
the Un iversi ty's cu rrent 
academic status . 

The Organization for Eco­
nomic Cooperation and De­
velopment (OECD) hosted 
the intern ational convention 
to di sc uss approaches to 
and problems of evaluating 
institutiona l quality . NMSU 
was asked to attend when 
Ohio professor Richard Miller, 
who had heard of NMSU's 

Paris was the latest recip ient of NM SU' s 

Val ue Added program. 

Value-Added program, suggested it to 
OECD. OECD polled educators nationwide 

during their se lection process. They re­

qu ested a written description of the testing 

program from NMSU and the invitation 

came in late March. 
NMSU and the University of Tenne ssee 

at Knoxville were the only U.S. universi-

ties to participate. Educators from England, 

Switzerland, France, Germany and the 

Netherlands, al so partic i­
pated. 

The topic of the con­
vention was "The Role of 
Eva lu ation in Man age ment 
of Institutions of Higher 
Education." According to 
an OECD publication, uni­
versities and colleges 

throughout the world are 
realizing the importance of 
self- appraisal. Due in part 
to demands society is 
making on its higher edu­
cation system, admini stra­
tors are pooling their 
knowledge to de termine 
the most efficient and 
practical sys tem of tes tin g. 

McClain and Krueger 
presented a 15-page paper 
explaining the Value­
Added program during 
workshops at the conven­
tion. 

Educators at the con­
ference asked questions 
similar to those heard in 
the states, McClain said. 
"They wanted to know if 
students took the te sts 
serious ly ," McClain said, 
"And I told them the stu­

dents do if the facu lty 
does." 

Northeast may be small 
in number, but the impact 
of its Value-Added pro­
gram has been far-reach­

ing . 
"It's hard for people to 

believe Kirksville is setting 
this national trend, " 
McClain said, "But it's true. 
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
