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Mittler's presidency healed wounds; 
paved way for future NMSU success 

Occasionally someone shou ld write someth ing 
for the record. I believe this is one of those times. 
You will note on page 6 the death of Dr. Eli Mittler, 
who served on the University's staff for 28 years. 

One of the footnotes to the history of NMSU is 
that Dr. Mittler served as president of the institution 
from June 1969 until President McClain took over 
Feb. I, 1970. A review of the official record ·of his 
presidency, because of its short duration, shows few 
of the things that sometimes mark presidencies. 
There is not much ev idence of enrollment growth, , 
new buildings, added majors, higher appropria­
tions- the things that presidents are measured by. 
But Dr. Mittler served an important r<;>le during that 
nine-month period. 

Fissures immediate ly developed among the 
townspeople, facu lty, board, students and alumni. 
Without going into detail (that is a study in itself), 
the division centered around changes made or 
planned after the Ryle years. At issue, too, was Dr. 
Elkins' style of leadership. All this was taking place 
in the realm of the student activism of the late '60s 
and early '70s. 

factions and groups who had previously been sp lit. It 
was this attitude of renewed vision toward the 
future which greeted President McClain after the in­
stitution's important nine-month convalescence 
under the watchful care of Dr. Mittler. 

At any rate, the matter got worse, and Dr. 
Elkins and the Board of Regents agreed he would 
leave the presidency after 23 months. It was into this 
arena of division and unrest that Dr. Mittler stepped 
as interim president. 

He spent his remaining years at NMSU as vice 
president, with particular responsibilities for the 
graduate program, extension and 'placements. More 
importantly, he was there as a trusted aclviser, ready 
to ensure the success of the new, youthful president 
during his first four years in office. 

Putting the time in perspective, in ·1967 Dr. 

He took the job with the understanding he 
wou ld not be a candidate for the permanent posi­
tion. His knowledge of the instit~tion, his easy sty le 
o f leadership, his strength and influence were the 
tonic that helped heal the wounds of the previous 
two years. 

On this Foundation , NMSU has flourished dur­
ing the last decade. The achievements have been 
numerous. But perhaps they would not have been as 
quick and easy without the running start provided 
by the Mittler presidency. 

Ryle had finished his 30th year in the presidency 
and retired. The Board of Regents had hired Dr. 
F. Clark Elkins as the new president that centennia l 
year. Dr. Mittler was able to bring together various

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A bird in hand is worth N 

EARLY BIRD-A three-day-old bluebird has skin 
so transparent its internal organs are visible in­
side the tiny featherless body. "Some people 
think birds are the only surviving dinosaurs," 
Pete Goldman, associate professor of science, 
said. "I think they look like dinosaurs. " Although 
dinosaurs are extinct, Missouri bluebirds will not 
face that fate if Goldman and others continue 
their research into bluebird behavior. 

In addition to Goldman 's behavior research, 
Cecelia Rennekamp, graduate student in biology, 
studies growth patterns. At right, Goldman and 
Rennekamp weigh one of their tiny subjects. 
Rennekamp also measures wingspans daily. Re­
jection by the parents after human handling 
doesn't seem to be a problem with bluebirds, 
Goldman says.

Some scientists conduct research in laboratories 
using expensive equipment and chemicals. Dr. Peter 
·Goldman cond ucts his research in a field with 
binoculars. The only chemical he uses is sunscreen. 

Goldman, associate professor of science, is 
researchi ng the behavior of eastern bluebirds. 
Observation, rather than experimentation, is his 
main method of gathering information. 

"I'm interested in why bluebird behav ior has 
evolved as it has. I'm concentrating on their hunting 
behavior-on what choices they make. Why they 
hunt in this walnut grove rather than this pasture. 
Why they eat ca terpillars, not beetles. Of course, the 
more you study them, the more questions that come 
up," Goldman said. 

Most of his research is conducted, under a facul­
ty research grant, near the 35 bluebird houses he 
built and placed at Big Creek State Forest just west 
of Kirksvi ll e. Its abundance of pasture land makes 
Big Creek an ideal bluebird habi tat because they 
hunt most effective ly in short, grassy areas. Their 
favorite prey, Goldman has found, are caterpi llars, 
crickets and small grasshoppers. 

Using a stopwatch , binoculars and, at times, a 
high-powered telescope, Goldman measures the 
energy the birds expend by measuring the distance 
flown -and the time it takes as they hunt for prey. 
Some of his findings have supported known theories 
on the evolution of hunting tactics, wh ile others 
have n<>t. 

"It's easy to make theories sitt ing in your office, 
but the complex ities of nature may disprove them," 
Go ldman sa id. For example, when bluebirds hunt, 
they sit on a fence post and scan arou nd. When they 
see an insect, they glide over to capture it. "You 
might think they'd go farther to get bigger prey , but 
it doesn't work out that way." 

Another of the "great bluebird mysteries" 
Goldman hopes to solve is why most of the 
bluebirds he identifies with silver or mu lti-colored 
bands "d isappear, never to be seen again." During 
his four years of research, Goldman and student 
assistants have banded hundreds of bluebirds. 

"Of those banded, we only see five percent 
again." This could suggest several th ings: that 
bluebirds don't return to breed with the fidelity of 
other bi rds; they disperse further; or they have a low 
surviva l rate. However, Goldman sa id the latter is 
highly unlikely because there doesn't seem to be any 
downtrend in the number of adult bluebirds 
breeding in the area. 

Banding remains his central technique of study­
ing the su rvival , reproductive success, distribution 
and behavior of bluebirds. "Every baby gets banded 
so that- hopefully - the history of each can be 
reconstructed," Goldman sa id . 

From the time the bluebirds return to breed in 
late February until they fly south for the winter, 
Goldman observes them at least three hours a day. 
That includes keeping a watchful eye on the tiny tur­
quoise eggs until they hatch, at which time the birds 
are weighed and their wingspans measured dailv by 
graduate student Cecelia Rennekamp. 

So far, their research has shown that about 90 
percen t of the bluebirds live to leave the box abou t a 
month after they're born. 'They have a very good 
chance of living," Goldman sa id, but after they fly 
south in October, he is not sure what happens lo 
them. 

''I'm very concerned about the conserva tion of 
bluebirds," Goldman sa id . Whi le eastern bluebirds 
are an endangered species in many areas, he sees lit­
tle chance of that happening in Missou ri , Ken tucky 

or Tennessee, where the blueb ird popu lation is the 
most dense. The popular sonl;>bird, which is closely 
related to robins and other thrushes, is found ex­
clusively in North America. 

The beauty of Missouri's state bird is one 
reason Goldman began to study them. "They were 
easy lo observe. and they're attractive. To 
understand what motivates one scient isl to study 
one thing and not another- good ness only knows. I 
find bluebirds fascinating; there's an obv ious 
ae thetic va lu e; plus you can be outdoors and, in­
tellectua ll y, you can make precise predictions." 

So far in his research, Gold ma n has written 
three progress reports and is readying another paper 
for publica tion . 

"I foresee doing this until I retire . The value of a 
study of surv iva l increases the longer you do it," 
Goldman sa id. explaining that at this point he is gai n­
ing "knowledge for knowledge's sake ... and in the 
process I'm helping out the lo al bluebirds." 

FIELD OF STUDY-Expeditions to the site of 
bluebird nests keep Cecelia Rennekamp, 
graduate student in biology, and Pete Goldman, 
associate pro!essor of science, in touch with the 
subjects of their studies.

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Greek Life 
Rush program formalized. 

NMSU's frate rn iti es took a srep closer to a for­
ma l rush program in Apri l when the lnterfraternity 
Counci l approved a plan to better coordinat·e rush 
season. 

The new program lists five major objedives 
and involves severa l methods to achieve those objec­
tives. ln order to provide more cons istcnl informa­
tion to rushees, assemblies have been schedu led for 
Aug. 29 and Sept. I . Rushees must register at that 
time and will be presented w ith in fo rmation about 
the IFC and the various frate rniti es. 

To give the fraternities better info rmation 
about rushees, the prospective members will be re­
quired to sign a waiver which wi ll open each man's 
academic record to pe rsons wi th clearance (such as 
the rush chairman). This information w ill allow the 
groups to meet their third objective, which is to pro­
mote academi c growth within the sys tem by 
recruiting be tter students as members. 

The plan seeks to make rush more cos t­
effective through the registration procedure and by 
assessing each rushee a $1 charge at the sign- up. This 
fee shou ld discourage the "professional rushee" since 
adm ittance ca rds will be issued onl y to those people 
who pay the fee. 

The final objective is to develop a more unified 
Greek sys tem. One or two days of open houses, dur­
ing w hich no alcohol will be served , will allow 
rushees to tour all the houses and mee t the members 
on an informal basis. 

Tom McDermott, a member of Alpha Gamma 
Rho and the chairman of the IFC Rush Committee, 
said, "The new program is more controlled. The 
new people COl)'ling in will understand IFC and the 
fraterniti es better." 

but will freshmen be eligible? 
Several NMSU fraternities may have put them­

selves at a disadvantage in the new rush program 
through poor grades. Of 14 social fraternities, eight 
were in danger of academic probation following the 
announcement of grades for last fall. 

An IFC policy approved last year finally goes 
into effect this fall. The policy uses a fraternity's past 
academic record to establish a mean GP A. The 
group must then stay within . I of this mean. If a 
group drops more than . I below the mean for two 
consecutive semesters, the fraternity loses the right 
to pledge first-semester freshmen. However, if the 
fraternity's GPA sti ll exceeds the all-men's average, 
it can avoid 'this penalty. 

Of the eight chapters facing the possibility of 
no freshman pledges this fall,five had fall 1982 grade 
averages below a 2.25, and three had chapter GPAs 
below a 2.0.

President Emeritus Mittler, 73, dies 
Dr. Eli F. Mittler, president emeritus of NMSU, 

died unexpectedly March 3 following an apparent 
heart attack at his farm o utside Warrenton, Mo. 

The son of Charles and Emma Fortman Mittler, 
he was born Sept. 9, 1909, at Marthasville. In 1932, 
he married Charlotte West, who surv ives. Also sur­
viving are one son, Ted Warren Mittler of St. 
Charles; three grandchildren; two great­
grandchildren; and two brothers. 

Dr. Mittler was named director o f in-service 
education at NMSU in 1946. The following year he 
became head, Extension Serv ices, and director, 
Bureau of Placements, a position he held until being 
named interim president on July I, 1969. On Feb. 1, 
1970, Dr. Charles J. McClain assumed the position. 
From that time until his retirement in July 1975 , Dr. 
Mittler was vice president and graduate dean. 

His teaching career began in the rural schools of 
Warren County in 1927, following his graduati on 
from high school. From 1938-39 he was elementary 
principal and high school industrial arts teacher in 
the New Haven school district. 

In 1939 he was named superintendent of War­
ren County schools, a post he held until 1945 when 
he was named superintendent o f the Warrenton 
schools. 

Dr. Mittler held membership in various profes­
sional and social organizations, including an appoint­
ment to the Governor's Advisory Council on Aging 
by Gov.

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Pinching and pedaling into condition 
In a class offered each semester at NMSU, 

students get more than they bargained for. They're 
pi nched, dunked and asked to run and run w ithout 
going anywhere . _ 

It's all part of the freshman- level course, PE I 00, 
which takes place in the Human Performance Lab 
located in Pershing Building. The lab is a hands-on 
research facility used to investigate the stress of exer­
cise on varsity athletes and the fitness of the average 
student. 

Dr. Jerry Mayhew, associate professor of 
physical education and the lab director, has con­
ducted six years of research in the lab. He has writ­
ten 34 papers published in physiological and 
coaching journals on the subjects of body composi­
tion and weight control. 

"The main purpose behind the lab at Northeast 
is to provide an evaluation· of where students are 
physica ll y, as wel l as motivation to improve their 
condition," Mayhew says. "Many students assume 
they are in good condition but don't really know 
where their strengths and weaknesses lie." He says 
the lab is a great place for students to find this kind 
of information. 

The lab offers a variety of tests measuring such 
things as muscle and cardiovascular endurance, 
athletic power and body compos ition. That's where 
the pinching and running comes in. 

The pinching involves having the skin on the 
subject's legs, arms an_d stomach sqt1eezed with a 
sma ll device. It's pain less and is fairly accurate in 
determining the amount of fat on various parts of 

PEDAL POWER- The Human Performance 
Laboratory conduc ts researc h into the fitness of 
the average student as well as varsity a thletes. 
Tests using stationary bicyc les help to determine 

the body. Another common test involves running 
on a treadmill , which measures heart and breath 
rates of the subject. A newer test conducted in the 
lab is a check of hydrostetic weight-or underwater 
weighing,--an accurate method of determining 
body weight. 

One of the most expensive pieces of equipment 
in the lab is a Cybex machine, which measures a per­
son's muscle strength during movement. It is used to 
test high school and college athletes and people 
recovering from injuries to joints and muscles. 
Mayhew hopes this research wi ll lead to fewer 
serious joint injuries in athletes. 

Mayhew says it would cost about $150 if one 
were to go somewhere else for these tests. Once 
students have been through all the tests, they are 
then g iven their results as to how much fat their 
bodies have. Some are surprised at the results. 

Mayhew says quite a few of the students who 
enroll in the PE 100 course are in fairly good cond i­
tion. He says that after the fourth week of the 
semes ter many new students show a three- to eight­
pound weight gain. Mayhew says this is common, 
especially for freshmen, si nce they tend not to be as 
active as they were in high school and are trying to 
adjust to ca feteria food, classes and a new lifestyle. 

Students interested in getting in shape and stay­
ing in shape throughout college are encouraged to 
work out ap individualized fitness routine. "Each 
person i's)o different; they have to do activities they 
are interested in and enjoy. The key thing is to plan 
physical activities into vour schedu le on a re~ular

basis. I would recommend a minimum of 20 minutes 
of vigorous, aerobic activity three times a week. The 
average person rare l~ needs to spend over an hour 
of exercise a day to stay in reasonably good shape." 

.It's important for freshmen to work out a 
physical fitness reg imen, Mayhew says, for three 
reasons: the physical, emotiona l and sociological 
benefits. "Physically, it's important to maintain 
weight control and fitness. Emotionally, it relieves a 
lot of stress a college student is under. Socio\ogically, 
it's a good way to interact with other people and 
make friends. Studies show that the higher a per­
son's fitness level , the highe r their academic record. 
Conditioning, combined with a proper diet, allows a 
person to functi on at an optimum level. Physica lly 
fit students are more alert, learn faster and keep 
knowledge longer." 

Mayhew's research from 1977 to now shows a 
trend toward higher cardiovascular fitness and that 
students are more conscious of control ling the)r 
weight. . 

"However, one of our key priorities next year 
is to send prospective students a dietary question­
naire to see how their diet changes in college. One 
of our prime objectives is to see if seniors are in bet­
ter shape than they were as freshmen. There's an op­
portunity_ for seniors to be in better shape. They 
should have more leisure time to exercise their last 
two years, if they use it. Ultimately , our objective is 
to produce active, healthy graduates who are more 
productive when they come out of this school."

Not giving away grades i~ another crackdown 
of the value-added concept which Krueger said is 
primarily the responsibility of the divisions and the 
faculty within them. 

"We can't give away our caring attitude," Krueger 
sa id, "just as we can't give away grades, for then 
they have no value. 

"In a university environment, you bring about 
change by persuasion; not force, memo, etc. W e 
have a few weak faculty members and so. we (ad­
mini strators and division heads) make a program for 
them. But yo u've got to take a step toward improve­
ment." Krueger said. 

"The faculty are really responsible for doing this 
(raising academic standards)," McClain sa id. "W e 
(division heads and administrators) try to encourage 
and stimulate and rewa rd the faculty fo r the ir e ffo rts 
in this rega rd, so we work together as a team." _ 

Krueger said the faculty has responded to value 
added by giving students more homework and com­
prehensive exa minations so they must spend more 
time studyi ng to maintain good grades. 

"If one is going to train for the Olympic ga mes, 
one must lea rn to stretch himself to be the best. We 
need to press bur students more." Krueger said. 

Not onl y must cl asses req ui red for a specific ma jo r 
be to ughened, but also cl asses required for general 
educa tion. McClai n said NMSU has p rided itse lf on 
always maintain ing general education requi rements 
when ma ny un iversit ies d ropped a number of theirs 
du ring the 1960s and '70s d ue to student pressure. 

"It's a tragic mista ke, in my opi nio n, to respond lo 
every criticism that might be leveled at standards," 
McClain sa id. ''I'd like fo r us to be able to show 
studen ts that it's (general edu cation requ ircm cnl s) 
im portant. I must say, however, thal if we can't, 
we' re still going to stay the course." 

McClai n added thal most gradua te,, a few 
yea rs ou t of school, will sa y that one of the things 
they li ked about coll ege was a "set o f common learn­
ings." He also said there were problems wilh some 
facu lty members not placing enough importance on 
genera l educat ion. 

"We'll never reach the idy ll ic stage where 
everyone is tota ll y in tun e with the program. But 
that doesn't mean that we aren't go ing to keep smi l­
ing and jawboning o ur way forward." Mc lain ,aid.

A number of the faculty and administrators are 
actively involved in extracurricular student activ ities 
in addition to academic programs. Since the value­
added concept includes the total education · of 
students, what they do with their free time is impor­
tant to the success of the concept . . 

'The role we (Student Services) play in value add­
ed is a major role in personal growth in such areas as 
leadership development, wellness, social skills, 
career development skills and free time outside of 
the classroom." Terry Smith, dean o f students, sa id . 

Smith said he be lieved students spent too much 
time in unstructured activiti es. If the academic de­
mand was grea ter, they wou ld structure their time 
more effi cientl y. 
· "What students do spend their time on in student 
organiza tions can certainl y be va lue added," Smith 
sa id . 

Smith · added , however, that · most student 
o rga niza tions did not yet know how value added af­
fected them and that was a problematic area student 
serv ices would have to solve. 

The combination of factors req uired to totall y 
educa te each indiv idual student is the primary con- . 
cern of the value-added concept. NMSU has been 
ca ll ed the pioneer in the field and the fu ture holds a 
grea t dea l of promise. McClain does not know if, in 
the future, NMSU wi ll receive d ue recogniti on for 
what it has started , but he sa id this is not important. 
T he important thing is the benefits the University's 
vita l role in va lue added w ill have for students of 
tomorrow. In the near future , McClain anticipates 
that· the concept will catch fire and spread 
th roughout the higher education sys tem: 

"Five years from n w. value added wi ll be as 
fa shionable as wri ti ng sta ndards are today," McClai n 
said. "G rea t ideas ca nnot be stopped. ll·s ti me has 
ome and w henever an idea is sound, it keeps grow • 

ing. 
For now , McClain is focusing on Hi e present and 

improvements which can be rnadc now. "I want to 
be sure, that as we come out o ( the '80s, a degree 
fro m Northeast is worth something." 

Baldwin lecturer 
says NMSU is on 
the right path

When E. F. Hutton speaks, people listen. 
When the leading expert on the value-added 
approach to education speaks, universities 
listen. 

Alexande r Astin, the leading theoritic~an on 
the value-added concept, spoke to a large turn­
out of University faculty, staff and ad­
ministrators at the 26th Joseph Baldwin Lec­
ture March 29 in the Georgian Room of the 
Student Uni on Building. 

Astin, a processor of higher education at the 
University of California (Los Angeles), has 
been a strong proponent of the value-added 
approach for many years and has based most 
of his research on it. He is director of the 
Higher Education Research [nstitute at UCLA. 
and has authored 15 books and more than 100 
other publications in the field of higher educa­
tion. He has also been a recipient of awards 
for outstanding research and several honorary 
degrees .

'This university, more than any other, has 
accepted the challenge o f value added," Mc­
Clain sa id at the lect ure. 

Astin's speech, "A New Look at Equi ty and 
Excellence in Higher Education" and his arti­
cl e, "W hy Not T ry Some New W ays of 
M eas u r in g Q u a l i t y?" i n t h e 
spring 1982 issue of "Educational Record" 
d iscussed the trad itional approaches to ex· 
cellence in comparison w ith va lue-added ap­
proach. T he reputa tional approach- judgi ng 
the quali ty of educa tion by the insti tution's 
repu tation- does not guarantee a high quali ty 
education, nor does the resources approach, 
wh ich gives no evidence that qua lity is en­
hanced by increased spend ing, Astin said. 

Astin sa id the va lue-added approach 
"focuses directly on the enhancement of a stu­
dent's know ledge and competence on 
changes in the student from the beginning to 
the end o f the program, requ iring a repeated 
form of assessment to determine excellence," 
but is no t a substitute for academic standards. 

According to Astin. o ne advantage of 
va lue added is it provides the learner, both 
student and administrator, with results. "It also 
prov ides regular, periodic feedback on how 
students spend the ir lime and perform 
academically . 
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The odds favor Sig Taus. 

Fraternities dominate student government

Even before social fr.:i.tcrnilics we re officia ll y 
c.K<.:cpted al Northeast, members were dominating 
the newly -created Student Council. 

The wunc il, one of the first such student 
organizations in Mi,.souri , was organized in I 9 12 
and had its first president in 1916, David Neale( ' 16). 

President Wi lliam Dobson. who ran the college 
until the turn of t·hc century , was bitterly opposed lo 
fraternities and barred from the school anyone 
\...nown lo be a member. Student~ known to have 
joined " traternity after enroll ing were expell ed 
fro m the co llege. 

Dobson's son, however, was one of the 
members of Phi Lambda Epsil on (now Sigma Tau 
Ga mma), bu t it was doubtfu l his fa ther eve r knew 
abou t it. 

- Cecil G laves. Student Cou ncil pres ident o f 
1918, was the first member of a fra ternity to be 
e lected as Student o uncil president. He was a 
member of Sig Tau, although the group did no t 
receive o ffi cial recogniti on as Beta Chapter until 
192 l. 

A charter member of Sig Tau and president o f 
the I 92 I cou nci l, N. D. Houghton, sa id of his time 
in office. "My me mories, of course, are fu ll of the 
enj oyment I had." 

Houghton was the first counci l president 
following World War I and was also the first since 
the fraternity became re-acfivated following the 
war. It had adj ourned in I 917 for the war. 

The Sig Taus won the presidency almost every 
year unti l 1927. Phi Sigma Epsilon. Northeast's sec­
ond fraternity . became active- then and began the 
battle for dominance in student politics that wou ld 
last into the I 970s. 

Either a Phi Sig or a Sig Tau was elected presi­
dent until 1937-38, when Noah Richa rdson ('38), an 
Independent Party member, was elected. 

Richardson said there is very little difference

"We had student elections just similar to what they 
do now," he sa id . "Our student governm ent in those 
days had been set up by fo nne r pres ident (Eugene) 
Fai r. O ur voter turnout in those days was much be t­
te r than today. 80-85 percent of the students 
voted ." 

Ri chardson did not belong to a fra te rnity . "I 
was an independent. I didn't belong to a fra ternity 
because I couldn't see where, in my parti cular case, it 
w as to my advantage." 

Ri chardson, a Kirksvill e resident who has 
wa tched the Uni versity grow through the yea rs, said 
the e lectio n process has remained much the same as 
in the 1930s, but the school has grown q uite a bit. 
"The yea r I was student president," he said , "I often 
claimed that by the end of the fall semester, or 
beginning of the winter quarter, that I could stand, 
when my classes were changing, in any doorway 
and name all the people that went by." 

He also said the student senators had more 
power at that time than they do now. "The Student 
Council , in those days, packed more clout than they 
do !)OW. Back in those days, the student treasurer 
and the Student Council president issued all the 
checks to pay all the bil ls of the Student Council." 
These included the Student Health Cli nic, the Index, 
the Echo and admission to athletic games.

"I recall that the student doctor in those days 
senl us two or three memorandums wanli ng so 
much for expenditures," he said. "We decided we 
needed to know what they were for ." Richardson 
said they ca ll ed him into the council o ffice to review 
the request, but the doctor re fused , so he was sum­
moned instead to speak to the faculty about it. 

In an other instance, the University basketball 
coach/athl eti c directo r "had schedu led a game with 
a junior coll ege to be played in Kirk Auditorium. 
One o f the fraternities had reserved Kirk 
Audito rium for the fir~t part of December for their 
big Christmas dance formal , but the athletic director 
went ahead and scheduled this game to fall on the 
sa me night as Christmas formal." He sa id the athletic 
director was told to move the game to Greenwood 
Schoo l gym. 

Richardson sa id. "When I went to Greenwood 
gym that night, ·there were a lot of coll ege studen ts 
that weren't being let into the basketball game. A 
number of students were standing ou tside withou t a 
dime (admission) to get in to see their own college 
team. I paid their way in, under protest." 

The depression and World War II ended frater­
nity dominance in student government fo r a whi le. 
Only one Greek, Phi Sig member Fred Sleyste r, was 
elected president between I 9.'7 and 1946. 

Richardson said Sleyster gave up his position to 
fight in W orld War II , and, as a pilot, was shot down 
in the Aleutian Islands. 

Once the boys returned home, the Sig Taus 
took ove r. They dominated until 1970-71, when 
Brooke Wi l.liams ('TI), a Sigma Sigma Sigma sorority 
member, was elected president. This was the first 
time since World War II a woman had been elected. 
Previous ly, Margaret Richardson (1943-44) and 
Virginia Fahrner (1944-45) had been the onl y 
women council presidents. During William's 
presidency, the name was changed from Student 
Council to Student Senate. 

The 1970s also saw the only black Student 
Senate presiden t to date, Claude Wilson ('71 ). 

Fol lowing this brief respite and a lessening of 
Phi Sig influence, the Sig Taus once again gained 
control of the senate. Even when they occasionall y 
lost the presidency, a majority of senate members in 
recent years have come from the party controlled by 
Sig Tau members. 

However, Kev in Smith, an independent with 
no party or Greek affiliati on, won the presidency for 
the I 93.,.34 school year. He is the first ca ndidate 
since po li tical parties first organized on campus to be 
elected president without party backing. Sm ith, the 
ed itor of the Index this year and next year's Echo 
editor, ran a low-key ca mpaign which appea led to 
the majority of students. 

Smi th sa id he relied mainly on word-of-mouth 
to publicize his ca ndidacy. "I ca mpaigned through 
fri ends, who ca mpaigned through friends. It was just 
kind o f a chain reaction, and I think it worked. " 

Only one Sig Tau gained election this spring, 
and no member of next year's executive board is an 
active social fra ternity or sorority member. In fact , 
40 percent of next yea r's se nate is non-Greek, an in­
crease of 1 O percent over a yea r ago. 

After nearly 70 years of NMSU student gov­
ernments controlled primarily by fraternities, the in­
dependents may at last be assert ing the ir greater 
numbers to win student body elections. Then again, 
if history is any indication. perhaps not. . 
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Former secondary teacher supervisor dies; 
Bill Kitts helped establish intern program 

Dynamic is a word often used to ,describe Dr. 
William H. Kitts in all his endeavors-as a teacher, 
supervisor, church member, Little League coach and 
family man. A retired associate professor o f social 
science ed ucation at NMSU, Kitts died of a heart at­
tack o n Feb. 16 whi le vacationing with his wife, 
Beverly, in Naples, Fla. 

A son, Douglas, is a junior at NMSU, while 
daughter Debra J. Shrout is an instructor in Language 
and Literature. 

From 1966 until he retired in 1978 for health 
reasons, Kitts was a supervisor of secondary social 
studies teachers and coordinator of cooperative 
education. 

"His real goal was to prepare you ng people to 
become successful teachers," said Dr. Gilbert 
Kohlenberg, professor of history and head of the 
Division of Social Science when Kitts was hired. "Bill 
was enthusiastic, had a positive attitude and a sense 
of commitment." 

Dr. Jerry Stremel, associate professor of social 

science and student teacher supervisor with Kitts, 
said, "He tried to help people achieve their goals. He 
went to great lengths to help a student in the Army 
stationed in Germany who just needed to student 
teach to graduate. That's just one example of what 
Bill did to help students." 

Another example was his work with Dean of 
Instruction Darrell Krueger to establish the intern­
ship program at NMSU. 

During his NMSU career, Kitts considered an 
overseas faculty development and curriculum 
seminar in Ethiopia and East Africa during the sum­
mer of 1970 to be one of his most memorable ex-
periences. .-

"It was one of the outstanding opportun ities a 
person could have in a li fetime. It's something I'll 
always remember," wrote Kitts on a retirement 
questionnaire. From his trip, Kitts developed a self­
study curriculum package on Ethiopia and its cu ltw·e 
and an educational fi lm. He co-authored three 
volumes of EJ11cnlion and C11 ll11re in East A frica, which 

were published by the Department of Health, 
Education and Welfare. 

"He was always on the go and gave 110 per­
cent," Stremel sa id, citing his leadership for the 
revival of Phi Delta Kappa honorary education 
fraternity and the Circle K Club, which Kitts spon­
sored for 10 years. Kitts was a member of many pro­
fessional organizations and served as president of the 
Michigan and Missouri cou ncils for the social studies 
and as a consu ltant to the Department of Education 
curriculum commi ttees in both states. 

"He was a teacher in the humanistic tradition," 
Stremel said. "He cared as much about a p<!rson's in­
dividual growth as their intellectual growth. He was 
a teacher's teacher. Seeing a student teacher do a 
good job and become a successful teacher-that's 
what gave him a sense of personal accomplishment." 

Stremel andKirksville attorney Harry Farr ('68) 
are serving as co-chairmen of a drive to establish a 
scholarship in Kitts' name. Contributions may be 
sent to the NMSU Development Office . 

From -Berlin to Baldyvin Hall with Dr. Kirch berger

Frederic Kirchberger came to America 45 years 
ago. Of those 45 years, he has spent 32 of them at 
NMSU teaching m usic; May 6 marked his ret ire­
ment from the teaching profession. 

Born in Berlin, Kirchberger grew up like most 
children. He became interested in music because hi s 
olde r brother played the piano. At age 7 or 8 he, 
too, began playing. 

He a ttended a German high school and went to 
a junior college_ While there, his inte rest focused on 
music, so he went to Wuerzburg State Con­
servatory, Wuerzberg, Germany, to study piano and 
composition unde r composer Herman Ziche r. 

From there he stud ied unde r Mayr-M ahr at 
Klindworth Conserva to ry, Be rl in. A fter that he 
came to the U ni ted States. 

"To make a long story short , le t's say I d idn't 
ge t along too well w ith M r. Hitler and then the Nazi 
regime. A lot of people left Germany at the time 
beca use o f ci rcumstances," said Kirchberger. 

::t-ctuall y, it turned ou t I was very I_LJ_cky. I left 
just about the last possible moment. I left in about 
July 1938, just be fore the big M un ich thi ng. After 
that, everybody wanted to leave, and it became al­
most impossible to get a visa without waiting fo r 
yea rs and years. So w ithout knowing it. I took just 
abou t the last tra in-so to speak." 

When Kirchbe rger arr ived in the United States, 
he found two major changes. Speaking Engli sh in­
stead of German was probably the biggest adjust­
ment. Kirch berger sa id. 

"Obviously, there was the politica l climate. I 
mean , I lived for five years under the Nazi govern­
ment where you read on ly the press approved by 
the govern ment. 

"It was quite a shock to come to America where 
you could find any kind of op inio n ... the thi ng that 
shocked me rathe r-and I think a lo t o f people we nt 
through that experience-was that even though you 
were qu ite opposed to the Nazi regi me and their 
dr ill principle, you didn't believe the newspapers, 
yet your whole o utlook on the worl d was very 
grea tly influenced by the ir newspapers and their 
logics and their lying without knowing it, beca use 
you wcicn't exposed to any thing e lse; yo u had been 
influenced whi le you thought that you were no t." 

Kirchberger con tin ued his stud ies in the U.S. al 
the Juilli ard School of Music, New York, and re­
ce ived his master's degree from the Teach rs Col­
lege, Columbia University, New York. 

Hi s career was inlerrurted when he joined the 
army in 194 1, where he served in the Infantry

M echanized Cava lry. Then, because of hi s abi lity to 
spea k Ge rman, he went into Cou nte r Inte ll igence 
Corps. He was d ischarged in 1945, af ter serving 
overseas in France, Belgium, and Germany. 

"I think I was pretty m uch like most people, I 
studied music beca use I liked music and I was pretty 
vague as to what I rea ll y wan ted to do with that. 

"I was interested of course in piano play ing and 
in conducti ng to some extent, and I d idn't rea ll y 
worry too seriously about what lo do wi th ii until it 
suddenly turned o,11 I needed a job. Then, w~ 
that's how I go t into leaching," sa id Kirchbe rger. 

Kirchbc rgc r sl'ar ted t·e<1ching at Benne tt e l­
l gc, G reensboro, N. . In Ju ly 195 I he ca me lo 
NMSU and s tar ted his _"\2-ycar career here . 

The emphasis at the Teachers College (Colum­
bia) was in education while at the Florida Sta te 
Univers ity (Tallahassee), whe re he received his doc­
torate, the emphasis was on performance. 

Study ing in both Germany and the United 
States gave Kirchberger mo re variety, he said. Varie­
ty was one of the factors abo ut teaching at NMSU 
that he liked . 

"I have had a rather pleasant jo b w ith a certain 
amoun t of variety. I taught a certa in varie ty of 
classes. I've taught just about almost every class the 
music department has to offer," Kirchberger said. 

Professor of mus ic Lewis Danfelt said Kirch­
berger has a "phenomenal memory on musica l mat­
ters and music, and a fan tastic ear." 

Danfe lt recalled an episode when a religious 
rock group was performing in Kirksville. Kirchberg­
er was supposed to fill in the dead spots of the per­
formance. The group's leader performed an original 
composition with words. During the fo ll owi ng dead 
spot, Kirchberge r 0picked up the song, in the same 
key , and played it back like a tape recorder. 

Another such incident occurred on the 200th 
anniversary o f Beethoven's birthday . At a 
Beethoven mara thon, Kirchbe rger sat at the piano 
and improv ised through all of Beethoven's sym­
phonies. Taking theoretical matter fro m each sym­
phony, he played non-stop fo r 45-50 minutes. 

In addition to being a teacher and performer, 
Kirchberger is an amateur composer. His cantata , 
"The Little Light," was perfo rmed o n major network 
te levision in the fall of 195 I . Also his "School 
Operetta" was do ne by the Ice Ho use Thea tre in 
Hannibal. 

For the las t 15 years, Kirchberger has worked 
translating song texts. "I have very strong beliefs 
that we shou ld sing Germa n and French songs and 
w hat have you , in English translation, as long as 
we're singing For an English-speaking audience," 
Kirchberger sa id . 

The Nationa l O rganiza ti on of the Teachers of 
Singing pub lished some of his translations for use by 
singing teachers. For awhile , Kirchberger was a fu ll­
fl edged member of the organiza tion and he was able 
to work on a committee to ge t that project ac­
complished . 

Kirchbcrger said that he may do more 
trans lating during his retirement. But first he p lans to 
lake a trip out west to visit one of his favori te spots. 
Then he wi ll go cast and visi t some fr iends there. He 
also hopes lo go to Europ - and , if things wo rk o ut, 
he wou ld like to sta y in Europe- maybe Vienna , 
Austria - (or a n1L1ple o( years . 
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Alumna opens way for student interns 
looking for life as career politicians

Sometimes be ing a fres hman isn't so bad. 
Especially when you and your son arc both 
freshman legislators in the Missouri Genera l 
Assembly . 

Pat ('73) and Steve Danner are the first mother 
and son combina tion to serve together in the 
Genera l Assembly. She works on the Sena te side 
and he on the House. 

This is not the first time Sen. Danner has been a 
groundbreaker. In 1972, as an undergraduate at 
NMSU, she was o ne of the first participants in the 
newly-established internship program. 

The program began in the Divis io n of Socia l 
Science where Darrell Krueger, now dea n of in­
struction, had begun an internship program for 
politica l science majors. Sen. Danner was one of the 
first to enter the program and began her internship 
with the late U.S. Rep. Je rry Litton. 

The program is designed to give students ex­
perience in professional situations. Interns are to 
have the same responsibi lities as a permanent 
employee. 

Sen. Danner's internship became an even more 
professional si tuation than was originally intended. 
Litton hired her as his district admin istrative assistant 
after she comple ted the internship . 

Pol itics was not the ca reer Sen. Danner had 
originally intended. "I intended to be a banker," she 
said. "It (politics) was too uncerta in for a voca tion." 

Litton changed her mind about politics. "It was 
Jerry's insistence that I'd be a good adm in istrative 
assistant." Sen. Danner worked fo r Litton for 3 J /2 
years before resigning her position to run for his 
Congressional sea t. She lost in the primary but re­
mained in politics and began working for Jim my 
Carter's campaign. 

Sen. Danner met Carter when he spent a 
weekend with Litton in 1975. At that time, Carter 
asked her to join his staff and made it a standing of­
fer. She worked for four years in the Department of 
Commerce during the Carter administration. 

Sen. Danner d id not finish college until Steve 
was a freshman at NMSU. (He eventually graduated 
from the Un iversity of Missouri-Colu mbia, but his · 
wife, Louanne, is a '79 NMSU graduate.) The intern• 
ship proved to be a spri ngboard for Sen. Danner into 
the politica l arena. It was n"t, though, her first in­
volvement with politics. "When I did the internship, 
I was a (De mocratic) committeewoman already," she 
sa id . She had also worked on several campa igns. 

'There's the same criteria for politics as any 
other disci pline- hard work and dedication," she 
said. 

Although she used her internship in her 
po litical ca reer, Sen. Danner said going into po litics 
through an internship is not necessa rily the best 
way . "The odds are against them (inte rns). I had 
some good breaks," she said. "The more accepted 
norm is to find a cand idate to work for. " 

Since Sen. Danner's internship,-the program has 
grown to include different majors and career oppor­
tunities in addition to legislative internships at both 
the state and nati onal level. 

Current Jefferson City interns said they are get­
ting a better view of career options and state govern­
ment. "I had a pre-conceived notion that govern­
ment was corrupt in many_ ways," sen ior David 
Clithero, who interned with state Rep. Harry Hill , 
sa id. "I found it to be the opposite. I thought 50 per­
cent was corrupt. Now I think 10 percent. I'm 
amazed at how common representatives are- just 
like o ther people on the street-just not shy. As a 
who le, they're sincere about their work." 

The internship is a way to expand your 
horizons and grow, senior Jane Barry, who interned 
with state Rep. Evere tt Brown, said. "When you're 
at school you make your own security blanket," she 
said. "Here, you have to use your own strengths. 
There's no one to rely on." 

An internship is also a chance to decide if a 
ca reer in po litics is the right choice. "It helped me 
narrow my career opportunities. At on time I 
thought I had wa nted to be a press secretary. I've 
seen polit ics is a hard life, pressurized. Now I know 
I'd be happier in a less pressurized environment." 
said sen ior Marsha Keck, who inte rned with state 
Rep. Ga ry Sharpe (M.A. '62). 

All three interns were /ascinated by the dif­
fe ren t types of peop le they met in state government, 
and Sen. Danner stressed the im portance of be ing 
able to get along wi th people. 

"The si ngle most important thing is to learn 
how to relate to o ther people," she sa id . "The abi lity 
to get al ong (in govern ment) depends 87 percent on 
how they get along with people." 

Know ing the right people is one of the things 
13arry sa id was most important to lea rn . "The impor­
tant thing is not so much to know the answer but to 
know who to ask, in someone e lse's words," she 
said. "The people are nice, wi lling to give an answer 
and find information." 

Clithero sa id sometimes it is important to have 
the answer, especia ll y when you're assigned to be an 
expert on a particu lar issue. After not havi ng an 
answer on one such occasion, he said he learned one 
thing. "You're never as prepared as you shou ld be." 

The value of being able to relate to people is 
what Danner finds most important. "Basica ll y, col­
lege is to teach techni cal skills. It's important to 
relate to students the importance of ge tting along 
w ith other oeoole."

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Spring teams qualify for national honors

Mother Nature was in an 
ugly mood this spring, making 
it difficult for NMSU spri ng 
sports teams to go ou tside in 
March, April and May. 

But when the p luses and 
minuses were added up, the 
Bulldog spring athletic squads 
enjoyed more overall success 
than any of the sports seasons 
during the 1982-83 academic 
year at the University. 

Three sports-men's tennis, 
women's softball and women's 
track-captured Missouri In­
tercollegiate Athletic Associa­
tion Championships this 
spring, whi le men's golf was 
second in conference competi­
tion. Men's track and women's 
tennis turned in strong third­
place finishes in league cham­
pionships, with only men's 
baseball fa lling out of the first 
division of the MIAA stan­
dings with an overall fifth­
place finish. 

MEN'S TENNIS 
For the third consecutive 

season, the men's tennis team 
brought home the conference 
title. Coach Doug Swisher's 
netters compiled an im­
pressive 18-2 overal l record 
and finished eighth in the dual 
segment of the NCAA Divi­
sion II Championships. 

They did even better in the 
open portion of the tourna­
ment. Junior Carlos Norton 
advanced to the rou nd of ·16 
playe rs in singles before he 
was eliminated, and the 
doubles team of Norton and 
senior Brian Campbell was 
knocked out of competition in 
the quarterfinals. Norton and 
Ca mpbe ll earned All ­
American honors. 

SOFTBALL 
Sound defense and strong 

pitching he lped the softball 
women post a 29- IO record in 
1983, winning the MIAA 
crown for the first time (the 
conference has been invo lved 
in softball compe tition o nly 
two years) ~nd advancing to 
regional p layoffs for the 
fourth straight time. 

Coach Mary Jo Murray's 
team, which ranked fifth in 
the NCAA Division II Na­
tiona l Poll at the end of the 
regu lar campaign, hosted 
third-ranked Stephen F. 
Au stin and Northwest 
Missouri State, an MIAA op­
ponent, in the Division II 
Midwest Regional in mid­
May. 

The results were rain­
delayed and disappc;, inting, as 
far as Murray's p layers were 
concerned. They dropped a 
pair of 1-0 heartbreakers to 
NWMSU and Stephen F. 
Austin on the first day of the 
regional and were eliminated 
from further competition. 

So, after successive fou rth­
place finishes nationally the 
past two seasons, the Bulldogs 
saw their 1983 season end 
abruptly, but there were plen­
ty of highlights. For the third 
year in a row, an NMSU soft­
ball player was named to a 
first All-American team. 
Sen ior outfielder Carol 
McFee, who batted .342 for 
the campaign, landed on the 
Division II Converse All­
American list. 

Barely edged out for the 
first-team honors was junior 
catcher Renee Harper, who 
led NMSU in hitting with a 
.368 average and in the runs­
batted-in category with 27. 
She made the second All­
American unit, along with 
freshman pitcher Brenda Jef­
ferson, who recorded a 'I 0-3 
record and 0 .38 earned-run 
average. 

WOMEN'S TRACK 
The NMSU track women 

had not yet completed their 
I 983 season when the 
NEMOSCOPE went to press, 
but they had already notched 
the best women's outdoor 
campaign in the history of the 
sport al the University . 

Jo hn Cochrane, who was 
named by his peers as MIAA 
Coach <'f the Year, led the 
w'om en lo the conference out­
door championship. But it 
wasn't easy. Cochrane's crew 
squ ea ked by Lincoln Un iversi­
ty, 69 lo 68 po ints, o nly by 
fini shing ahead of the Tiger­
e ttcs in the I ,600-me ter rel ay . 

Eight NMSU track women 
will participate in the NCAA 
Div ision II Champio nships 
May 25-28 at Southeast 
Mi sso uri State (C a pe 
Girardea u) . National qua lifiers 
were sopho more shot-putte r 

Marlene Frahm, a 1981 AII­
Arnerican; junior hurdler and 
relay performer Linda Meri­
cle; senior hurdler, long 
jumper and relay performer 
Myrna Moore; junior J0,000-
meter performer Cindy 
Trickey-Springman; junior 
relay performer Nancy Witte; 
sophomore relay performer 
Libbi Chezum; freshman long 
jumper Lisa Moats and 
freshman shot-putter Dorothy 
Copper. 

Both the men's track and 
women's tennis teams came 
close to finishing second in 
their respective conference 
championships. 
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MEN'S TRACK 

Although Ed Schneider's 
thinclads were shaded by Cen­
tral Missouri State, 113 to 111 
points for the runnerup spot in 
the MIAA Men's Track Meet, 
some conference observers 
didn't predict the Bulldogs 
would finish higher than 
fourth this year. An injury 
which sidelined senior All­
American Ray Armstead hurt 
NMSU in the relay events and 
400-meter dash. 

At the conclusion of the 
MIAA Champ ion s hip s, 
Schne ider was selected by 
league coaches as Men's 
Coach of the Year, so the 
Bulldogs swept Coach of the 
Year honors in 1983. 

Three of Schneider's per­
formers had quali fied for the 

NCAA Division II Meet in 
Cape Girardeau as of mid­
May. Senior Alec Meinke was 
scheduled to compete in the 
shot put, while juniors Freddy 
Thompson and Darren Blair 
were to enter the triple jump. 

WOMEN'S TENNIS 
Dara Callahan's tennis team 

missed a second-place finish in 
the MIAA Women's Cham­
pionships by a mere point, los­
ing the runnerup position to 
Southeast Missouri State, 24 
1 /2 to 23 1/2 points. The 
Bulldogs fashioned a 3-2 dual 
mark, an improvement over a 
4-7 record in 1982. Freshman 
Lori Davis charted a perfect 
12-0 overall record and won 
the conference title at her No. 
3 singles slot. 

GOLF 
Senior Rick Hercules was 

one of only seven golfers from 
the Midwest Region invited to 
participate in the NCAA Divi­
sion II Championships at the 
Speidel Course in Wheeling, 
W.Va. Hercules, who was 
named to the 1980, 1982 and 
I 983 MIAA all-conference 

teams, was the first individual 
Bulldog to represent NMSU in 
the NCAA meet since 1976. 

As a team this spring, 
NMSU finished second in the 
conference tournament, nine 
strokes behind Ce;.,tral 
Missouri State's 632 strokes.

Sam Nugent's baseball team 

finished its campaign with a 
d isappointi ng overall fifth­
place finish in the MIAA.

USINESS UPDAT 
Want to cut energy costs? 

Former students' answer, my 
.friend, is 'blow.in' in the wind'

Two former NMSU students are currently 

fighting continuously rising electri cal costs w ith a 
new wind-powered electrical system called the 
Enertech 1800 wi ndmill. 

Daniel Vogt ('81), received a business ad­
ministration degree from NMSU, and Mike Leavitt, 
who attended NMSU for three years seeking an in­
dustrial technology degree, now have exclusive 
dea lership rights in the tri-state area to the Enertech 
1800, which- when placed at a site where winds are 
strong-will significantly reduce electric bills for 
years to come. 

The wind system is designed to produce an 
alternating current compatible with the current sent 
through utility cables to a house. This allows a per­
son to tie his wind system into utility company 
power lines. When the power lines are connected in 
this way, the house only receives exactly as much 
electricity as it needs, whether that electricity is pr 
duced by the windmill or by the uti lity compan 
The system automatically switches from one sourc 
to the other, or blends power from both, as wind 
velocity and energy needs change. · 

A 1978 federa l law requires _utility companies 
to buy electricity from independent producers, pro­
viding they meet standard .electrical codes. The com• 
panies are also required to pay windmill ow,ners for 
their electricity, although the companies do not pay 
full retail value for each kilowatt. 

The financial advantages of this innovation are 
numerous. It cuts electrical bills considerably and 
produces more than half of the electrical ·needs to 
run a house. 

Although the Enertech 1800 costs $4,500, 
many states permit a major portion of the in• 
stallation cost of a wind system to be subtracted 
from state income taxes. The federal government 
now offers an attractive incentive for individual 
buyers; 40 percent of the total cost may be taken as 
direct credit against federal income taxes if the 
system is installed at the owner's primary residence. 
Missouri legislators are now considering a related 
tax break. 

"In this aspect, the wind system will show a 
pay-off in five years strictly in tax credits," Leavitt 
said. 

Leavitt and his wife, Nelly , who reside f ive 
miles east of Ki rksville on Highway 1 l , erected an 
Enertech 1800 on June 1, 1982. Leavitt said, "The 
windm ill produces 60 percen t of our electrica l needs 
and has cut our bills by 40 percent. Before we in­
stalled the system, we used an average of 990 
kilowatts per month. Now, we have reduced our 
usage to an average of 450 per month." 

The Leavitts did say, however, that their loca• 
tion is particularly beneficial. They are locate 
hill where the winds are strong. A loca · 
average wind speeds of less than 10 m. 
save as much. 

The windmill meter has a m. 
When it over-produces, the meter goes backward, 
giving cred-it. Mrs. Leavitt said, "This way, instead 
the utility company paying us a check, w~fusr I 
our met ,accumulate credit. We have a choice. We 

,t either way. The company's return is 1.9 
kilowatt, but by doing it this way we get 

per kilowatt and only pay them l. 9 cents." 
savings will be even more significant when 

Calloway nuclear plant begins producing in 
1985. Missourians voted earlier not to have to pay 
any related charges toward this plant unt il actual 
production began. When this happens, rates for the 
power cost may increase by possibly 100 percent, 
Vogt said. 

Leavitt sa id he first acquired an interest in the 
wind-energy concept when writing a paper on the 
subject for his freshman composition class at NMSU. 
"I wrote to several companies for information and 
became very interested in windmill electrical pro­
duction. l was then interested in a dealership, and 
the dealers sent a factory representative. It took ' 
about two years of research to begin the business," 
Leavitt said. , 

The University of Missouri-Columbia is cur- · 
rently making inquiries into the purchase of an I.,,...._,..• 
En_ertech 1800 for use on their research farm. They 
nave been considering hooking a windm ill up to the 1 

grain dryer as part of their five-year energy con- hl""-...... 
scious program. "We will be 'contacting them for fur­
ther discussion," Leavitt said. 

.The wind farms concept was considered during 
the energy crunch of the mid-1970s, and in 1982 the 
idea blossomed into fact.

"The 
Northeast 
connection''

What d oes a school district 
in Littl e Rock, Ark. , have in 
common with an adoption 
agency in Pennsy lvania? 

T wo things. Each was 
featu red rece ntly o n the CBS 
news program, "oo Mi11ules," 
and each is head ed by a 
g raduate of NMSU. 

"oo Mi111lfcs" was a ttracted 
to Littl e Rock b y a laws uit 
bro ug ht agains t the school 
d is trict as a res ult· o f the board 
of educat io n's reorganization 
policy. The distr ict won the 
federa l suit loca ll y. 

In the I 950s, Little Rock 
was one o f the firs t major 
Southern cities to int-egrat·e its 
school system. Thal integra­
l-ion process cost the city a 
g reat· dea l of p u blicity and 
div ision wilhin rhe comrnuni ­
ty, Ed Ke ll y ('64), superi ntend­
ent of schools, sa id . "Since 
the n Little Rock has been 
under Lhc microscope. 

"The point of the s tory was 
l/1c1t H was odd that we w ere 
the firs t majo, (. ity l{i de~C'grc­
ga lc . N<iw we hav e 
almo~t the opposi te situa t ion, " 
Ke ll y sa id . /\ s a result of hous-

ing patterns and what Ke lly 
called the "white fl ight." the 
district created four "raciall y 
ide ntifi able" or virtually a ll ­
blac k schoo ls. 

"W e've come almost fu ll cy­
cle," he sa id. "W e're back to 
the a ll -black schools we tried 
to move away from in the 
'50s." The d is trict simp ly does 
not have e nough wh ite 
s tuden ts to prevent the prob­
lem, he sa id. 

"We don' t intend for the 
fo ur a ll -b lack schools to re­
main," Ke ll y sa id. " It's an inter­
mediate s tep." The dis tr ict has 
fi led suit to force conso lida­
tio n w ith the two surro unding 
di stri cts to solve the prob"lem. 

Ke ll y said he did hea r from 
a lot of coll ege friends as a 
result of his appeclr.:ince. " I 
really enjoyed that-. It was 
vc, y k.tnd o r them,'' he said. 

Within a week of Ke ll y 's ap· 
pearance, a.nolher NMSU 
alu mnus was fea tured on the 
program.

Fulbright Scholar to reti,re

A Fulbright Scholar is like a 
rare gem in that he is a symbol 
of quality and very difficu lt to 
replace. 

Northeast's only Fulbright 
Scholar, Leon Karel , professor 
of aesthetic education and 
humanities, will retire in 
December after 35 years of 
service to the University. 

Karel was awarded the 
Fulbright Post-Doctoral 
Research Grant by the U.S. 
government to go to Germany 
in 1955 to find out "why Ger­
many was such a musical na­
tion," he said . At that time, 
Germany was sti ll rebuilding 
following World War II. 

Since Karel began working 

at NMSU, he has authored 
four · published b ooks, 
numerous published musical 
compos iti ons and articles and 
has rece ived an Award of Ex­
cellence presented by the Na-
tional Association For 
Humanities Education, of 
which he is a life member. 

When Karel first began 
teaching at Northeast in J 948, 
the University's buildings 
were centered around the 
Quadrangle. "Overa ll ," he 
sa id, "I've been very much in­
terested in the growth of the 
school." 

He said growth has both ad­
vantages and disadvantages.

The Heimlich maneuver in­
volves standing or kneeli ng 
behind the victim and wrap­
ping both arms around the vic­
tim. The rescue is performed 
by grasping one fi st with one 
hand and placing the thumb of 
the fist against the victim's ab­
domen, above the navel but 
below the rib cage. Pressure is 
applied into the v ictim's ab­
domen, and, with a quick, up­
ward thrust, dislodges the 
foreign object in the throat.

After 10 years of service to NMSU, Lydia 

Inman, head of the Division of Home 
Economics and dean of graduate studies. of­
ficially announced her re tirement at a ban• 
quet in her honor on April 2 l.

1975, the dean of 
graduate s tudies 
became ill , and Inman 
took over as tem­
porary dea n. In July

She received her bachelor's and master's 
degrees in home economics at Iowa State 
University (Ames), and her doctorate in 
home economics at the University of Min• 
nesota (Minneapolis).

"She was self-sufficient but also developed 
active support systems, as evidenced by the 
establishment of the Alumni Advisory 
Board. 

"And, for all of this, Dea n Inman, we, the 
alumni , thank you!" 

A portrait of Inman was unveiled at the 
dinne r and will be placed in the lounge of the 
Division of Home Economics, next to the 
portraits of the two previous division heads.

Two smart old birds prove 
durability of turkey and hunter 

In the late f~ll of 1961 Shag Grossnickle ('42) saw a dream come 
true. 

The Missouri Depa rtment of Conservation decided to make an ex­
perimental stocking of w ild tu rkeys near Thousand Hills State Park. Shag 
watched them release 18 birds, but by the next spring it appeared the ex­
periment would fail. The birds had to endure a Kirksville winter. 

"I hauled ear corn out to them in an old Jeep I had," Shag says. "But 
those birds were from the Ozarks and they d idn't seem to know what it 
was. I'd find tracks where they had walked by the corn." 

Shag started writing letters again, to get more birds. "They sent back 
a le tter saying, 'the wild tutkey is a tough and hardy bird,' and that I had 
probably underestimated their ability to survive." 

It turned out they were right. Shag, a former county sheriff and 
Kirksville insurance salesman, has already killed more than twice the 
number of gobblers originally stoc:ked, but "I only shoot them during the 
spring season. 

Shag says of the wi ld turkey, "The only thing that's predictable 
about them, though, is that you can't predict them. because they' ll 
outsmart you a dozen ways." 

He hunted one old gobbler for several years. "I thought I had him 
one morning. He was believing everything I was telling him (with his 
turkey ca ll), and I could see him working his way to me. But there was a 
littl e rise in be tween he and I, and as he disappeared behind it, I raised 
my gun and waited for what seemed like an eternity. But pretty soon I 
saw his head slowly working its way over a little patch of buckbrush 
near the top, so I fired. It wasn't 'till old To m took off from over the 
outside edge of the knoll that I realized I had killed a young gobbler that 
he had sent in to see if it was safe." 

Shag gave up hunting the o ld tom beca use he was so big and likes 
to roos t so deep in the woods that "it wouldn' t be worth the effort to 
pack him all the way out. " 

T he wi ld turkey expe riment worked so well in north Missouri that the 
department has now decided to stock the area wi th ruffed grouse. 

· No one knows if the grouse will prove to be as tough and hardy as the 
wild turkey. But it is not likely one will ever get so big that an ex­
perienced hunter like Shag Grossnickle will pass it by just because it is 
too big to carry out. 

OU TSMARTING OUTFI T-Camouflaged clothing has helped Shag 
Grossnickle ('42) become invisible to the keen hearing and eyesight of 
turkeys, ducks and other fowl over the years. Shag's outfit inc ludes a 
mask and has helped him get a turkey every season since he first 
helped get them introduced to northeast Missouri in 1961 .

luck, educatiOn bring success 
Doug Waggoner, the 1983 Outstanding Alum­

nus in Communication, attributes his success to two 
things- his NMSU educati on and luck. 

Addressing students during the Communica- -
tion Week award presentation in March, the news 
editor of the Jefferson City News Tribune said, "This 
honor wouldn't have been possible without my 
education here at NMSU. The good, strong li beral 
arts education you receive at this University wi ll be 
a great benefit for you. . 

"Anytime you are honored by your peers or by 
the people who,educated you is the biggest kind of 
honor you can achieve. Any success I have ach ieved 
in my fie ld I owe to my education ." 

W hen he first enrolled at NMSU, Waggoner 
couldn't make up his mind between teaching and 
newspapers. Working with the Index and having ac­
cess to a good library spurred his interest in jour­
nalism. In 1973 Waggoner received his B.S.E. degree 
in English education with an area of concentrat ion in 
mass communication. Afterward, he received a 
master's degree in news editorial from the Universi­
ty of Missouri (Columbia) School of Journalism, 

"I am very pleased to see the expansion of the 
mass communication program. The Universi ty is 
providing a very good service," Waggoner said. The 
program, which began in the mid '70s, now numbers 
168 students, with classes and equipment in radio 
and TV broadcasting, advertis ing, editing and 
related areas. 

"There has been a shift on higher education," 
Waggoner said, "and unfo rtunately, away fro m it. 
So many parents stress basics, but they forget other 
kinds of education- fine ar ts, semantics, human­
ities-beyond reading, w riting and arithmetic." 

Waggoner readily admits that luck had a large 
part to do with getting his fi rs t job with the Jefferson

Ci ty News Tri bune. He walked into the office the 
day a reporter had qu it and was hired on the spot, 
worki ng his way up in five years from county 
government and genera l assignment posts to his 
present positi on as news editor / news .department 
co- manager. In 1979, he won fi rst place for spo t 
news from UPI for his coverage of "The Reign of 
Terror," w hich involved a prison escape, rape and 
several burglaries. 

"A large number of newspapers are very in­
terested in a well-rounded, good, liberal arts fo unda­
tion," Waggoner said . "Many newspapers today are 
shy ing away from the big }-school grad uates. The 
more you know about the socie ty you li ve in, the 
better chance you (students) will have in getting a 
job." Two recent NMSU comm unication graduates, 
Deb Woodson and Stuart Borders, are also now on 
the paper's staff. Waggoner's w ife, Nancy, is also an 
NMSU graduate. 

"In a way, newspaper work is an ego trip. You 
see things far beyond how most people get a chance 
to see the news. Knowi ng w hat's going on gives you 
such an ·opportunity to help . 

"It is a newspaper's responsibili ty to giv'e the 
people everything TV can't. We can te ll them why it 
is happening, w hat ramifications it is going to have .. 

. it is jus t a challenge, bei ng able to d ig out the in­
formati on people want to hear," W aggoner said. 

Although -some people predict that cable TV 
will revol utionize the communication fi eld, Wag­
goner sees a continued role for newspapers in the 
futu re. "Unless we go to every network going to a 
24-1.our-a-day product, I don't see that happening. 
People w ill always want them (newspapers) to read 
because they have the desire fo r knowledge." 

He advised students to become fam iliar with 
modern technology. "If everyone could get a 
chance, I would say work on it (computer terminal) 
beca use that is w ha t most newspapers are going to 
now. There's no need to be afraid of computers." 

Today, reade rs must be discerning news watch­
ers to determine fa ct from opinion. "I have the 
responsibili ty of the editorial page; that is where we 
can put our opinions. A ll news has that responsibili­
ty."

some type of protection 
career, he said. The returning 
ones are employed in every 
aspect of the field, from a 
policeman to an industrial pro­
tection coordinator and a 
federa l investigator. 

Johnson has served as an of­
ficer and then director of Safe­
ty and Security for l 7 years, 
In that time, he said, one of 
the best parts of the job has 
been dealing with the young 
people and keeping in touch 
with them, even after they 
leave the University. 

"They all keep in touch, 
more o r less," he said . It may 
be three or four years 
between calls, Johnson said, 
but whenever an old honor 
guard is in town he usually 
stops in. 

"I'll· be sitting here, and the 
phone'II ring and it'll be one of 
them," Johnson said. His 
former honor guards are in­
volved in all , types of security 
and often he'll get a call from 
one of them with a question. 
Sometimes they ca ll about 
another former student who is 
being considered for employ­
ment in the security field.

Biggerstaff prescribes 
leisurely retirement

Dr. John Biggerstaff of 
NMSU's Student Hea lth 
Clinic says he once was a 
workaholic, concerned more 
with success and money than 
the quali ty of li fe he was ex­
perienci ng. T~en came World 
War ll. 

Four years in the war made 
him appreciate the time he 
spent with leisure activities, 
friends and family. Success 
seemed a bit less important. "I 
was too glad to be alive," he 
says. 

Biggerstaff's tour ·of duty 
earned him the rank of air­
craft commander in the 
strategic air command. He 
thinks he is probably the only 
doctor to have served in that 
position. 

He was in private practice 
in Knoxville, Tenn., before 
the war. and became one of 
only a handfu l of doctors to 
be accepted for aviation cadet 
training. 

His pil ot experience pro­
vided a very personal opinion 
about war and its horrors. 
Having lost several friends in 
battle, Biggerstaff firmly 
believes the United States 
must maintain its military 
strength.

T he weak get stomped to 
dea th," Biggerstaff says of 
current efforts to bu ild up the 
mi litary. "We're comparative­
ly weak right now." 

Biggerstaff ret ired from the 
reserves a few years· ago as a 
colonel. Now, he plans to 
retire after 30 years as direc·­
tor of the health clinic and 
spend more ti me on those 
leisure adivitie.s he once ig­
nored. ·He will retire to Bella 
Vista, Ark., to live the "coun­
try club" lifestyle of golf, 
fishing and travel. 

During most of those 30 
years of broken bones, flu 
shots and measles outbreaks, 
Biggerstaff and the clinic had 
more than 18,000 visits a year 
from sick students. Since a $1 
charge (now $2) was added a 
few years ago, the number of 
visits has dropped to about 
10,000. He said the drop in 
patients has been beneficial. 
"We didn't have the person­
nel to hand le it. "

Donations set record 

May graduate joins 
Alumni Office staff 

David C li thero ('83) w ill join the 
Alumni Office staff in July as staff assis­
tant in alumni/ development.

A record-breaking amount of money 

is expected to be received through 
private donations for the University 
Development Fund for the 1982 fiscal 
year. 

Thomas Shrout Jr. , director of exter­
nal affairs, said the donations have 
been made primarily by University 
alumni through the Tel-Alumni pro­
ject. He said other donations have been 
made by alumni or fr iends of the 
University outside the project. 

Shrout attributed the success of Tel­
Alumni to the organization of the pro­
ject by the Student Senate. He also sa id 
the University's alumni were being 
generous despite the recessed 
economy. 

Greg Brown, 1982-83 Tel-Alumni 
committee chairman, said, "Tel­
Alumni's increased success was due to 
the fact of increased organizational sup­
port and the hard work of the Student 
Senate." 

Pledges from individual alumni 
make up the largest share of the Tel­
Alumni funds. The total also includes 
matching funds from participating cor­
poration where employees give dona­
tions to the University and their cor­
porations match them. Thus far this 
year, the University has received more 
than $3,200 in matching gifts and near-

ly $J,000 in gifts from non-graduates.' 
Shrout said that although the major 

share of the money in the development 
fund w ill continue to go toward stu­
dent aid, the Un iversity hopes to 
develop aid for faculty resea rch and 
reiated areas. 

The Tel-Alumni project, started in 
1981 , has set a goa l of receiving $2 
million in donations by 1990. 

"We (at the Universi ty) haven' t 
asked alumni for money since the last 
three years, so we've made good prog­
ress. When alumn i know you're in the 
business of accepting contributions for 
student aid, they're usually happy to 
give," Shrout said. 

All private donations made to the 
University are placed in the develop­
ment fund, which is used for scholar­
ships and the student loan program. 
Currently, there are 23 scholarships 
stemming from the fund. Most of these 
are memorial scholarships in the names 
of top donors. 

As of April 11, more than $110,000 
had been received from Tel-Al.umni 
pledges made last fa ll. The preliminary 
figure has surpassed the $90,000 figure 
raised last year for the entire develop­
ment fund. More than$ I 2,000 more in 
Tel-Alumni pledges is anticipated 
before the end of the 1982 fiscal year 
on June 30. 

He replaces Margaret Easley, who 
retired in fa ll 1982 after 22 years of ser­
vice _to the University, and Les 
Dunseith ('80), w ho will attend 
graduate school at the University of 
Southern California next fall. 

Clithero, w ho received his bachelor's 
degree in business education at North­
east, has received many honors wh ile 
attending school here, including the 
President's Distinguished Service 
Award and a Regent's Scholarship . He 
was also selected for Who's Who 
Among American University and Col­
lege Students and was the 1982 
Outstanding Greek Man of the Year. 

He recently completed a legislative 
internship in the Missouri House of 
Representatives, working in the office 
of 2nd District Rep. Harry Hill (D­
Novinger). See page 12 for details. 

As a student, Clithero served as 
president and four-year member of the 
Student Senate, president and four­
year member of Delta Chi social frater­
nity and was a member of Blue Key 
National Honor Fraternity for two 
years. Also, he was a member of the 
President's Committee for the Campus 
United Way and a member of the 
Residence Hall Association.

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Expert skier 
wins battle

He had seen the professional skiers in the 
Ozark Water Show ski on a canoe paddle, so he 
knew it could be done. 

Yet, every time Mark Ritchhart tried the stunt, 
he failed. Skiing barefoot, with a partner on his 
shoulders or doing 360-degree turns off a ramp had 
been former challenges to master. Now, the canoe 
paddle was leaving him wet and frustrated. 

Finally, after more failed attempts than he cares 
to remember, Mark managed to balance himself on 
the paddle and ski! He did it again·, then again, until 
he was ready to show other members of the ski 
show his new stunt. He had known it could be done, 
and now he could do it. 

The hours of. daily practice Mark has devoted 
to ski ing each summer have paid off. The senior 
NMSU recreation major from Oskaloosa, Iowa, has 
been skiing since he was 15, when his family bought 
a summer cabin at the Lake of the Ozarks. Since 
then, Mark has won medals in trick skiing, slalom 
and jumping in tournaments from Illinois to 
Massachusetts.

Mark auditioned over spring break to test his 
potential for Sea World's three-week training camp. 
During the audition, he trick skied-doing surface, 
wake and toe turns; stepover$ on one ski; two 
helicopters (360 degree turns) off a ramp; and 
barefoot backward and forward skiing after a two­
ski jump out. 

Mark also put his skill on land to the test by do­
ing doubles {lilting women). The Sea World training 
staff was impressed with the skills he had acquired 
from two years of varsity cheerleading at NMSU. In 
fact, Mark's lifts and skiing ability so impressed the 
staff, they told him he could skip the training camp 
and join the show. 

Mark says developing his skills to the highest 
level he can is a priority. He was raised on .a farm 
and was taught the importance of good nutrition, ex­
ercise and healthy competition. He believes he was 
born with a certain amount of athletic ability, but, 
"I've really had to work hard to develop it. The big-

gest thing is the determination and drive never to 
give up and the belief that nothing will get in the 
way. Sometimes I expect too much and get down 
when I lose, but I never quit." 

Although he was sidelined for several mont,hs 
with a bad back, which forced him to give up 
cheerleading and judo (he was Midwest novice 
champion in 1981), Mark kept up a vigorous fitness 
routine of running, weightlifting and intramural 
competition. 

"I want to teach· people to get in shape. Know­
ing you can live longer and feel better about 
yourself is · the rewarding thing about athletics," 
Mark said. Someday he plans to own a health spa, 
with a lake nearby to teach water skiing. 

Of course, if he starts to teach others, he would 
do well to do things the easy way. Remember the 
canoe paddle? Well, when he went to show his ski­
ing friends, they were curious about the type of trick 
rope he had used to help him balance the paddle in 
the water. 

"Trick rope?" Mark responded, "What trick 
rope?" 

And so, Mark Ritchhart had become probably 
the only person ever to ski on a canoe paddle 
without a trick rope.
