Alumnus Returns: Home Is Where The Stage Is

Actors always return home to the 

stage. This month , alumnus Robbie 
Gleason made his way back to Kirks­
ville and Baldwin Hall. 

Gleason, a 1983 graduate, returned 
for three weeks in June to perform in 
the Summerplay production, "The 
Fantasticks," which begins Thursday. 
Gleason is music director and will play 
the role of the narrator, El Gallo, 
during his three-week visit. 

Gleason is a speech and drama 
teacher at Wentzville (Mo.) High 
School. He spent his last rwo summers 
as the emcee of the Miss Missouri 
pageant. This summer, Gleason had a 
month free before performing in the 
chorus at the Muny Opera in July. 
When Al Sroka, assistant professor of 
speech, learned about Robbie's month 
off, he decided to find something to 
occupy Gleason's free time. 

"I knew he could sing the role of El 
Gallo, (which) carries a heavy load 
and a lot of responsibility," Srnka said. 
"I also knew ... that he could do it 
and do it quickly." 

"I had never done 'Fantasticks' 
before," Gleason replied. "I love the 
music, and I've always wanted to play 
El Gallo." 

It's been four years since Gleason 
has performed on the stage in Baldwin 
Hall. Working there again reminds him 
of those times when he was still in 
college. 

"I missed working with Al and just 
being in Baldwin Hall. It's kind of like 
going back in time a little and playing 
kid again for a while," Gleason 

reflected. 
Gleason gets to play alongside I 0 

college-age students. 
"Our college kids should be better 

for working with Robbie because of 
the experience he teaches them ," Sroka 
said. "He has those qualities that a 
performer in musical comedy needs." 

Originally from Kirksville, Gleason 
still has relatives in town. For Gleason, 
returning to Kirksville not only brings 
him together with his parental family 
but also his theatrical one.
