rr here a.t'e connected •with the school three literary societies-Philomathean, 
Senior and Zctosopbiau. In these societies literary exercises, consisting of rea.J­
ings, declamation~, essays, 01·ai ions, debates, etc., are heltl weekly. 'l11le men1-
bersbip or these societies cousic::t of the more a1lvauced 1.JUpils of the school. 

Students not belonging to any of the soci ties are organized iuto rhetorical 
classe$ , which al'e under the imml1dinte supel'\·isiou of members oC the faculty. 
The exerc-ises or these classes are similar to those of the societies. The soeietie"' 
nrc under the supervi:sion of members of the faculty. 'l1be work or the societies antl 
rhetorical classes is a part of lhe regular school duties. 

It will Ue obsen·ed that th('se societit~s differ from the ordinary literary societies 
of colleges in t i.tat they a1·e under tho control of the faculty, and their work consti­
Lut.es a part of the regular exerc ises of tile school. 'rhis n.rrangement is adopted 
b cause it is belien·ll that the training to be obtained therehy is of the gl·ea.te:,t 
importance to the student. 

Aside from public speaking, the ability to express one' self apt!:- and,impress 
i\·elr is an accomplishment without which 11 0 teacher can contluct his duties in the 
schooll'oom with tbe greatest elliciency. For the sake, tlierefoi-e, of being able lo 
conduct the business of le:1ching with best results, as well as lo offer· to their pupils 
an example worthy of imitation, the normal students are expected to a\"ai l them­
st<h·es to the fullest extent of tlw opportunities offered in the,,e so<:ieties for ncquil·­
ing the llabit of speaking Cl'editn.bly. ~either the opportunity nor the conditions 
will probably cYer again be so favorable for c.ultiYating this art. Student are 
admitted to these societies Uy permii:-sion of the president of the school upon the 
recommen<lations or the leatlers of the rhetorical classes .

These lilJrnries are free to all students, n.ntl are found to be ,·alun.ble helps. ~o 
efforts will l,e spared to increase these libraries until they ~hall ba,·e reached a 
maguitutle commensurate in every respe('t with the uee<ls of the school.

It may, however, in all kindness, be 
suggested that none be recommended who are not physical])', mentally an<l morally 
fitted to become teachers of the public schools. .\ cordin.l in\·itation is extended 
to the teaebers of lbe public schools of the stnte to 51pend as much of their time 
with us as they can use vlcasantI.,· aml profitublr.

'l'obacco•usiug hinders intellectual progrC'ss, is unbecoming in a t 11cher, mHl ought 
not to be ur-:ecl in any form IJy the students. 1rlie indulgenc<· in intoxicants of any 
kiuU is regal'lled as n. serious offense, and is absolutely prohiLiteU. Gam1•s of chani!e 
and other amusements that hinder study and injure the wol'k or the reputation of 
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the school must not be imlulged in hy lhe stuclent:i. The carrying- of fire-arms l>y 
the students can 11ot be allowed. 

10. The courtesies aud rer1uiremenb of g-ootl society a11Ll of good morals apply 
to the mnnngement of the students in respect to per~onal associntion, so fur as the 
con1lilions 1111<.ler "hicb the stu<lents li,·e mnke poEsibh•. It is expected that under 
no cou<lif ions will Indy students permit gentlemen to call upon them in their lodgi11g 
room~, and persons keeping boarding houses a1·c heltl responsiUie for such viola­
tions, the faculty Loilliug the right of forbid<.li11g stutleuls to lodge at places where 
these reasonable conditions are not enfo1·ced. Many things that could be perrnitted 
at home unLler the care o( pa1 e11ts cnn not Ue allowed here, and students Yiolnting 
suc·h "-}1<!Cia1 pro,·isio11s will be con~itlered not fit persons to Uecome teachers and 
th<'ir connection with the sc•bool will be discontinuccl b~· tlJe faculty. Admonition 
is ~i,·c•n when necessary, and it is expecteU thnt tllcreafter no ful'lher cause will be 
gh·en for cril icism or advice. If heed is not £d,~cn to such requests upon the part 
of any member of the faculty, the perso11 so trnnsgressing is disciplined. Heads of 
frtrnilies kc•eping ::;tndeut boarders are expected to report an~· violations of the 
nUo\'e regulations, or any other irrE-gula1ities in depol'tment, to the president of 
the faculty.

furnitnl'e antl appal'otus; ll1e qualificatious, habits, methods. etc., of the teacher.; 
the developmeut of the mental, moral and physical powers of the pupil; the proper 
orgnniz:1tio11 a11tl classification of schools; how to stml.,-and bow to recite; l'Xercise, 
recreation and rest; school offenses and theil· rernedies; school hygieue; sc!Jool re­
po1ts, etc., al'- well as. a careful examiuatiou into the mistakes in aim, mauagemeut, 
tli,cipline, methods aucl moral trniuing frequently made b,,· teachers. All topics in 
the lesson will he fol'mulated and explained, while in the tc>sts and 1.frilli'i, the pupils 
will be required. not 0111.v to recite accurately, but al o to make a full talJulation of 
the subjects.

The chief purpose or mathematics in a school curriculum is to train to logical 
t.1.eductive reasoning, and our purpose is not so much skill as powel'. 

'fhe methods of the department in presenting the subjects are the natural out­
gl'owtb of the spirit o[ the subjects taught, and are neither stereotyped nor machine, 
but e\·ery opportunity is afforded for tho de\·clopmeut of the powers, hence the iu• 
dividuality or each student. Grade-getting is discouraged, powel'·getting euconr­
aged. These principles hM·c coutrolled iu the establishment of the course of 
mathematics for this Normal. 

ARITIDIE'l'IC. - 'l1he instruction combit1<:s mental and written wo1·k. and the 
student is couducted by a process of analysis to the rule. Examples are to be 
solved, not br stereotyped rules and set foi·mulae, but by the application of univer~al 
priuc..iples unclerl~·ing the subject. '11 he subject is taught twenty weeks in the 
Prepnra.tory Class . 'l'he metric system is included in this course. 

ALoEBRA, - 1'he subject is taught sixty weeks. In the Eleme11tary Course, 
special attention is given to factol'iug nnd the Theory o[ Quadra.tic Ec1uation:3 . In 
the Seuior class

Tbeo1•y of Exponents, Binomial Theorem, Ratio and Proportion, 

Prog1·essions, Logarithms, and Heries are prl•sente.d. 
G1<:0)1ETRY. - 'rh first four books of Plnne Geometry nl'e completed in the Soph­

omore Class. Sol id Geowefry is comJJleted in the Junior year. The demonstration 
or ·origi11nl exercises forms a. large part of the work 1·equi1·etl. 

'rBWONO:\IE'l'RY.-'l'he course continues for twenty weeks. The applications of 
the subject to surveying are inclutled in the work re11uired. 

P11Ys1cs.- Eleroeotary Physic is given twenty weeks in the Sophomore Class, 
and Advanced Pbysies one year in the Junior Course. The laboratory method is 
followed throughout the course. Experimeuts performed by the students nre fol· 
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lowed b~- discussions intended to aid in experimentiag, in rea oning, ancl in draw­
ing logical conelusions. Students are taug-ht to construct apparatus of the simplest 
kind, that they may learn that it is possible with the means at hand to get together 
a supr,ly of apparatus that will illustrate, fairly well, the phe11omena aml laws of 
physical sciencei n.nc.l that they may understand the m echauism of the in8truments 
the~· are requil'ell to use. Each student is requirt.•d to perform a certain number of 
experiments, moi;:tly quantitative in character, and keep, in proper form, a reconl 
of all work clone. Lal>ora.tory notes must be recorded at the time the experiment is 
performeU . 

• \S1'R0N0)JY .-This course is intended to furnish a genel'al knowledge of Astron ­
om~·, in cl uding a brief account of its history. ~'or the most part it will be non­
matbernatical, althong-h some knowledge of 'rrigouometry ii::. desirable. 'l'be depart­
ment is supplied with a telescope of moderate pow r. 

DEPART~1EXT Or' NATUHAL SClls:S:CE. 

L. S. DAUGHERTY, Professor. 

PnYi--IOLOGY. 'l'he main facts of Anatomr nre pre:;enterl with the ai<l of skele­
ton, charts, models 1 and dissection of some of the organs of animals. Physiolo,!.!'y 
is studied with a view to the needs of e,·ery da,y life. The man·elous adaptation 
of Ol'gans for th ir use and the necessity of propPr conditions for healthy action are 
kept before the pupil. Effects of carelessness, or wrong use of physical energy arc 
pointed out. Ilinte on what to do in emerg-enciPs and antidotes for lhe most com ­
mon poisons are regarcletl as a highly practica,l part of the work. 

ZOOLOGY. Students should complete the coursP in Physiology before entering 
this cla!.:.s. Besides tlw usual text-book work iu clnssificn.tion and ckscription of 
familiar a11tl interesting animals, a coure in dhssection of typical forms is given. 
The lower fot·ms are studied with the microscope. In this way the pupil is made to 
understand the hasis upon which the more general classification rests, and is ena­
bled to remerub(•r the distinguishing- characters much more en ily. 

BoTANY.-The study of plnnt sh'ucturc occupies much of the time during the 
fir:-t ten weeks. The lower forms are viewed through the microscope antl the stu­
dent is thus g iven an introduction to a realm of pla.nt life which bas for s9 long 
been to him unexplore<l. 'l'he classification and description of flowering plants 
occupy the gn·nter part of tho last ten weeks. 

nEoLot•Y.-Tbe course in Geology is one of the most interesting in tbe depart­
ment of Xatural Scie11ce. 'The fi11e collection of :\lissouri minerals, as well as the 
more general one illustrating the various ores and rocks usually mentio11e<.l by text­
books on Geology, greatly facilitate the stmly . rl'be locality is au interesting one 
for field work, nn<.I though only very elementary work in the field can be done, it 
se1·ves a goOll purpose. 

CuE;i.llSTRY.-Recent additions to the chemical lal,oratory have enabled a bcttei· 
grnde of "~ork to be done than was heretofore possible. rriJ6 pupils perform th e 
experimeuts and keep a record of their work. They are expected to become famil­
iar with the appearance and use of common chemicals and with the more simple 
chemical vrocesses. 'l'he general laws of chemical reactions are studied and the 
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more in1portant compounds of :1 few lending elements. One whole year is cle,·oted 
to this subject. 

~0TE. - It is left to tl.Je option of students to take one term in Geology and one 
tt1rm in Zoology, or leaving out Geolot!'Y, take two terms in Zoology.

Heading in Caesar i continued [or ten weeks iu the Junior yenr. Vel'gil will 
be taken up at the beginning of the second ten weeks of the first term of the Junior 
year and continued throughout the year. Compo ition will be pursued in connec ­
tion with both the Caesar and Yergil. Grammar lessons on all days except when 
lessons in compositon are rec.ited.

1'Iaps, map drawing, globes arnl otbe-r requi ·ites to a thor­
ough acquaintance with the subject are employed.

DRAWI~li.--Drawiug is not simply an ornamental study or a mere accomplish· 
meut. It is full of direct and practical results. It is also a most beneficial train­
ing, a help to other studies, a powerful educator. The object is to develop the 
minds of our pupils; to direct their ha.bits of lhiuking i to cultinlte the ii' obsernt.tion 
and faculties, such as memory, attention, aecura.cy, uea.tuess, etc . The course of 
study con!:iists of Inventive, l?ree-hnud aud :,\Jathematical Drawing for twenty weeks. 
A term of ten weeks iu the Junior )·ear is de\·otcd to tlrn scieuC'e aml :1t't of Perspee­
th·e; and ten week in the Senior yen.r to Constmctivl" Drawin,!(. 

B00KKEEPTN<-i.-The subjects of Single Entry aaU Double Entry Bookkeeping 
are thoroughly explained a1Hl jllustl'ated. Eac!J student is requil·ed to write several 
sets, including besides the principal books1 various auxiliary books anU business 
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papers. The practice i cultivated until he is familiar with the entries and docu­
ments necessary for all ordiua!'y tra.nsactions. This course i especially useful to 
those who intPn<l lo be teachers. 

PE::-.-:-.tANSUJP.-Elements of leLters 1 with practice, capitals, copy-writing, para­
graphing, etc. The object i~ to form a handwriting a.t once rapid, legible and com­
pact, and frequent practice is our chief dependence. The vertical sy tem is used. 

CALTSTllENI s .-Cnlisthcnic exercises occupy twenty minutes daily. Especial 
cnre is given to correct position, and to precision and promptness of action in con-
11ection with music. Tbe utility of calisthenic ex rcise as n. means of physical 
de\·elopment and tr·aiuing ancl of securing vigorou health under the constant strain 
of student life, is now geuerall~· acknowledged. Such exercises are used as can be 
practiced by teachers in schools without the usual apparatus.

,·ocAL.-As may be seen from the course of study, vocal music has relatively a 
large place in the curriculum of the school, and not only is it recommended. but 
re11uirecl lbat all students have ufticient knowledge of the elements of the subject, 
anu the theory ancl practice of teaching it, lo nable them to teach the same snc­
cessfully in the public schools of the state.

3. A short and comprebensh·e stutly of the beginning or mo<lulalion and the 
rules for studying the same. 

4. ~lethods of tt~arhing and presenting the different grnaes in the public 
schools. General suggestions for proper breathing aud use of the ,oice will be 
gi,·en in all grades from standard authorities.

MODEL AND TRAINING DEPARTMENT .

DESIGN. 

Many who prove themselves to be gootl students, show marked weakness when 
called upon to impart their information to others. It is 1 he business of this depn.rt· 
meat to test and strengthen the teacher in his work. 

PREPARA'l'lOX XECESSAR\." FOR PRACTICE TEACIUXG. 

It is becoming more and more obvious ev~ry day that thi branch of N"ormal 
School work should be the last part of the COUl'Se, and that no 0110 should be gi \'0n 
work i11 this department who has not previously passed exaroiuatio11 on the pro· 
fessional subjects. Students who have had 110 experience are required to go 
through a. course of "observin~(' before being allowed to lake charge of a class. 
'l'he Model School is essentially a PL·actice School-a plac where students can 
test methods already stmlied . 

COURSE OF S1TDY. 

I t is intended that the course of study in the ,lifferent classes iu the school shall 
furnish the means of 1 ractical illnstration or the methods which should bo (amiliar 
to evrry true teacher, wbt:ther filling a position in a Primary, Intermediate, or 
Grammar School. 1::-or a child to complete the course re11uires a periotl of eight 
years, or approximately the same as that of the a,·erage graded public school. 

TEACilERS' )IEETlXGS. 

These are bel<l. every Thursday afternoon, in which critics' reports are read, 
mistakes pointed out, and the work for the following week discu~ ell. Occasionally 
classes from the Model Hchool are taught by stuch.•nt teachers in the pr('sence of the 
en1 ire force of teacl1ers1 the principal, and snch visiting members or the faculty as 
may be present. 

As a subdi,·ision of the regular teachers' meeting:-:;, teaclu•rs arc requfred to 
meet in their respectiYe grades, where such questions as con<·eru the teachers or 
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that particular grade are discussed by members present. These sub-meetings are 
considered to be quite as beneficial to the student teacher as the general meeting. 

ACTUAL PRACTICE. 

The most valuable feature of this departmeut is the actual practice which stu­
dents haYe in conducting classes in Urn various grades and i:;ubjects . ~o other test 
will so satisfactorily show whether a young man or a young woman is sure to be a 
~ood teacher. Successful work n.s a stuclenti brilliant and interesting recitations in 
the class-room, even the power of analyzing and explaining ditlicult subjects so the 
other members of the cla s understand a.s never before-all these fail to prove power 
for satisfactory discipline atl(l teaching. Xo amount of talking about how the work 
should be done and seeing bow it is clone, can givo the strength which comes from 
actual doing. The teachers who go from this depa,-tment to take cLarge of schools 
of their own, go with an experimental knowledge of what diLl:iculties are to be met 
and how to meet them; they go about their work with a self-possession which can 
come. only Crom a successful experience. 

ARTICULATION WITH OTHER SCHOOLS .

under direction of the Board of Regents, a committee of the faculty will, dur-

ing the corning year, formulate a scheme of articulation, and submit the same to 
High Schools so that their courses may be so arrange<l as that their graduates may 
be admitted to the higher classes and their grades be accepted without examinatious.

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REMARKS ON COURSE OF STUDY .

The Elementary Course consists of the first aud econd years of the Normal 

Course, comp1·ising the li1resbmau and Sophomore together with subjects in the 
Preparatory clnss . 

The Ad,..,anced Course comprnbends four years1 awl in addition lo the Elemen­
tary Course, includes the Junior and Senior years. 

To complete either course, a student must pass a satisfactory final examination 
on each subject prPscribecl therein. Ue must have pursued in class all professional 
subjPcts, and take the required amount of practice and criticism. 

Students completing the Elementary Cour$e receiYe the Regents' Certificate, 
which is a state certificate, good for two years from date of issue . 

Students completing th e AclYanced Course receive the Normal Diploma, with 
the Degree of Bachelor of Scientific Didactics. 

This diploma is a state certificate or the highest grade, being a life certificate. 
Stu<lents ar admitted to an~· term or year on examinations, except that pro­

fesssonal subjects must have been taken in class as stated above. 
All studeuts are earnestly advised when it is possible, to pursue a regular 

Course. \\7 ith less than this they can not expect to be highly successful in the 
profession of teaching; but if, from any- cause, it may be necessary for a student 
to pursue an irregular course, he can determine from the progl'am what studies he 
may take and M·oid conflict in time or recitations. All stulients must puL·sue the 
regular course until they ha,·e completed the firs t year's work, except such as hold 
teachers' certificates or pass a satisfactory examination on these subjects. 

Grades furnished from colleges, high schools and academies may be accepted 
by heads of clepa.rtments after the students presenting the same have shown 
approved proficienc>- in similar studies and sufficient maturity of mind to be ad­
milled to the course for whicb tbe.,· apply . 

By order of the Board of Regents, pro\'ision is made for advanced study iu 
Latin and English one yea.r eaeh for students who ha\·e completed the AdvanceU 
Course . This course may be taken by such graduates free of tuition the year fol­
lowing lhe taking the degree B. S. D. 

SU)DlER SCHOOL. 

The faculty , by authority of the Board of Regents of this State :Sform~l School, 
have organized and will conduct a summer school each year for the accommodation 
or those who may desire to 1·eceiYe instruction in higher subjects of the course, and 
others that may be decided upon when a sufficient number desiring them will justify 
the formation of such classes. It must be borne in mind and clearly understood that 
nothing but thorough and first-class work will be done in this school. That this re­
sult may be attaiued no student will be permitted to take more than two studies. 

'l'he grades made in tbis school will be ac.ceptetl and recorded in tbe General 
Register of the No,-mal; provided, that the student presenting the same shall ha\"e 
been in attendance the Eull term o( six wt·eks, and pl·oviding that no more than two 
grades be presented by the same student.
