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Osborn Receives NSF Grant, Elected to
Peer Review Committee for the CIES

eff Osborn, assistant professor of biology,

has been awarded a grant to enhance
undergraduate research opportunities at
Truman through the acquisition of electron
microscopy instrumentation. This Research
at Undergraduate Institution (RUI) grant is
for approximately $120,000. Funds from
the grant will be used to purchase a digital
image system for an existing transmission
electron microscope (TEM), a digital image
system for an existing scanning electron
microscope (SEM), an ultramicrotome, a
block trimmer and a critical point dryer.

The grant brings together five faculty
members who utilize electron microscopy in

their research and teaching. The faculty
members include: Osborn; George Shinn,
professor of biology; Laura Fielden, assistant
professor of biology; Diane Janick-Buckner,
associate professor of biology; and Brent
Buckner, associate professor of biology.

In addition, Osborn has been nominated
to serve on the Peer Review Committee for
the Council for International Exchange of
Scholars (CIES) - Fulbright Senior Scholar
Program for Scandinavia.
