'Airplane!' soars in 
for NMSU landing

Are you going to see the movie Friday night in Baldwin 
Auditorium? 

"What is it?" 
Well, it's a big room with chairs for people to sit and 

watch theater productions and movies. But that's not im­
portant now. 

"No, I meant what is the movie?" 
The movie is "Airplane!" and it is showing in Baldwin 

Auditorium at 7 and 9 p.m. Friday. This satiric movie is full 
of such play-on-words, one-liners, slapstick and semi-bad 
jokes, but sti ll people have gone back for more and more. 
A low budget film of S3.4 mi llion, "Airplane!" was grossing 
S1 million a day and was making a profit when it passed 
the $10 million mark within a couple of weeks of its release 
in the summer of 1980. In comparison, another comedy 
movie, "The Blues Brothers," cost S32 million to make. 

" I think it's ("Airplane!") a really tongue-in-cheek 
movie," Debra Votsmier, a senior art major, says. 

"Airplane!" is an adaptation of a 19S0's movie, "Zero 
Hour," written by Arthur Hailey. Little did he realize his 
later, more successful "Airport" series would be a 
target in this take-off film. The basic plot involves a former 
fighter pilot who is afraid to fly since he led his squadron 
into a disastrous combat. However, he must find the 
courage to take over the controls when the passenger 
flight crew gets food poisoning. 

Votsmier says she enjoys the take-offs and use of "the 
tackiest lines" from different movies such as "From Here to 
Eternity," "Saturday Night Fever" and all the "Airport" 
movies. She has seen the movie two times in a theater and 
a few times on Home Box Office. 

Richard Detweiler, a senior business administration ma­
jor, says the movie is "hilarious." One of his favorite parts 
of the movie is when the airport manager, played by Lloyd 
Bridges, decides he has picked the wrong week to quit 
smoking, drinking, taking barbiturates and sniffing airplane 
glue. 

With serious actors such as Bridges, Robert Stack and 
Peter Graves, "Airplane!" writers and directors Jim 
Abrahams and Jerry and David Zucker maintain a deadpan 
plot and acting within the zaniness of the movie action. 

Although she has seen the movie five times, the first 
time Teresa Willhite, junior business administration major, 
saw "Airplane!" she says she "just died watching it. I 
thought it was hilarious." 

She says the characters talked just as she and her 
roommates talk, "with a lot of puns." 

So, surely you want to see the movie now? 
"Yes, I do-and don't call me Shirley." 
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
