


President's Corner 
In his budget message to the Seven­

ty-second General Assembly, Governor 
J ohn M . D alton recommended for t he 
biennium of 1963-65 $1,453,300,000 . 
The a ppropriation for the biennium of 
1961-63 was $1,277 ,000,000. Governor 
D alton 's recommended budget fo r the 
next biennium shows a substantial 
increase over what was a ppropriated 
for the last biennium. 

R eeent appropriations have no t been 
sufficien t to meet t he ever-growing 
needs of a fast-growing state. Missouri 
is no t adequately meet ing its needs for 
roads and bridges, public schools, 
conser vation, higher education, mental 
healt h, hospitals and penal instit u t ions 
along with many other needed services 
t hat the people want in a modern state. 

In his budget message, Governor 
D alton presents a far reaching program 
t hat envisions a future in which M is­
souri will be a more wholesome place 
t o live . If Missouria ns want t heir sta te 
t o keep in the vanguard of the progres­
sive states of the nation, t hen they 
must face realistically t he needs for an 
increase in taxes. Services that t he 
people of a modern state demand cost 
money. Governor D alton has present- . 
ed a dynamic program t hat will bene­
fit all grou ps and interests of the st ate. 
To meet these ever-growing needs of 
the people of Missouri , Governor 
D alt on recommends that t he sales t a x 
be increased from two per cent to three 
per cent. The sales tax is one of the 
most important sources of revenue for 
our state. It is one a mong several of 
t he fair and desirable ways of raising 
revenue for t he operation of our state 
governmen t . . . 

M issourians stand at t he crossroad. 
They are faced wit h the responsibility 
of making a choice in 1963, a choice 
tha t will decide whether t heir sta te will 
have sufficien t funds to finan ce those 
services t hat are t he mark of a progres­
sive modern state or whether they will 
cont inue t o live with insufficient funds 
as they did in yesteryears. Progressive 
Missourians do not wan t their state 
t o stand st ill. They must eit her move 
forward or beat a retrea t. To move 
forward we must, as Governor Dalton 
has pointed out, have more revenue 
and a t t he moment it seems that the 
sales t ax i t he best method of raising 
the needed funds. 

As Governor D alton so well said in 
his budget message, t he choice of 
:Missourians at this hour is ". . . be­
t ween progress and stagnation. " All 
forward looking Missouria ns should 
give Governor D alton a nd the mem­
bers of t he Seventy-seco nd General 
Assembly their unqualifi ed suppor t as 
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they assume the task of keeping our 
state a mong t he progressive ones of our 
nation.

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President Ryle' s T wenty_.fifth Anniversary 
Dr. Walter H. Ryle, President of the 

, 't,1te Teachers College, "·as honored 
on the twenty-fifth anniYersary of his 
pr<',.;ideney by members of the Teachers 
College facu lty and administration at 
a b.rnquet held December 11 at ~e':en 
o'clock in the Blanton Hall dmmg 
room. Dr. Ryle was nam.ed President 
of the State Teachers College on 
Augu::;t 31, 1937. 

Dr .. J. W. J ones, President of the 
Xorthwest Missouri State College at 
~faryville, was t he principal speaker 
at the banquet. He praised the leader­
ship abili t ies of Dr. Ryle, not only to 
the ,""'tate Teachers College, but to the 
community of IZirksville, the State of 
~Ii,.;,aouri and the nation. "I have 
found that of all his convictions, and 
he has a few strong ones, that the 
greatest is his belief in the destiny of 
the X ortheast Missouri State T eachers 
College. It seems to me that he lives 
for this college, its facu lty, and its 
students." Dr. Jones said. 

The l\llaryville President compared 
Dr. Ryle to Joseph Baldwin, founder 
of the College. Dr. Jones pointed out 
ho"· Dr. Ryle has insisted on the con­
tinuance of the Baldwin philosophy 
that thorough scholastic training lies 
at the foundation of the teacher 's 
education. "Yes, this college is the 
lf'ngt hening shadow of its founder who 
liws on in the life of President Ryle," 
.Jones said . "He is a dedicated worker. 
He approaches a ll problems in t he light 
of t he facts and what bearing the solu­
tion to t he problem will have on the 
dl'\'elopment of t he best interests of the 
Rtate Teachers College." 

"One of the tests of t he quality of a 
Pre;;ident's administration is the loyal­
ty of its alu1ru1i ," Dr. Jones pointed 
out, "and once more your College 
ranks high. " 

Dr. Jones concluded hi s remarks by 
saying, "Twenty-five years, three 
months, and eleven days of outstand­
ing accomplishment-and as this day 
dra\\·s to a close we want you to know 
of our appreciation. You are a com­
mendable citizen of t he State of Mis­
Rouri. You are a scholar of whom we 
are all proud. You are the living exam- · 
pie of the teachings of the founder of 
this College. I congratulate you on the 
place you hold in the affection and 
appreciation of these, your people." 

Dean Wray M . Rieger on behalf of 
the faculty presented Dr. Ryle with a 
complete new academic atti re. Presi­
dent Ryle expressed his appreciation 

for t he anniYer:-ary dimwr and gifl. 
" I do app reciate thi · honor a nd thi:­
gift. You ha,·e been more than kind. 
It is ,,·onderful to have . ·uch a great 
facu lty to " ·ork "·ith . \Ve ha,·e many 
accomplishments to yet be ach ieved 
and I am sure that by working together 
in the future these will be achieved. 
Mrs. Ryle and I both thank you for 
this wonderful evening." 

Xoah Rirhard ·on served as toast­
master for the even ing and introduced 
members of the Board of Regents and 
their wives, as \\·ell as Mrs. Ryle and 
l\1rs. Rieger. The invocat ion was given 
by Mr. Pete ~icoletti. Special music 
was provided by Dr. Richard \Veerts, 
Dr. Frederic Kirchberger, Mr. William 
Fitzsimmons, all members of the Col­
lege music faculty , and Mrs. Lee 
Hobson. 

Dr. Ryle , the 7th President of the 
State T eachers College, has served 
since August 31 , 1937. He was named 
to the presidency following the death of 
Presiden t Eugene Fair earlier that 
month. 

Dr. Ryle is a native of Yates, :Mis­
souri , a nd was graduated from the 
Yates High School in 1912. H e 
enrolled a t the First District K ormal 
School, no,Y the ~ ortheast Misso uri

During th(' H)Ui-17 
school year he .·en ·cd u.· prinC'ipal of 
the high sc-hool at C li fton Hill and was 
superintendent in 1917-1 . From that 
po;;t hC' \\'a;; giYen a lea,·e of absr1H·P 
\\'hile serving in th0 Cnit ed StatPs 
Army during World \Var I. 

Follo\\'ing his di;;(·harge from t lw 
armed forces he resunw d his adnmc·0d 
study at the Teachers C'olleg<' aud was 
a,Yarded the Bachelor of Seie1H'C' in 
Education degree with a major in 
history in August of 19Hl. 

Follo,Ying his graduation Dr. Ryle 
serYed as principal of the Palmyra 
High School from 1919 to 1921. From 
1921 to 1923 he wa. principal of the 
high school at H olden, Missouri , and 
then he served a superintendent of the 
Holden Public Schools from 1923 until 
1927. 

The M aster of Arts degree \\'as (·ou­
ferred on Dr. R yle by the George 

, P eabody College for Teachers at :'.\"ash­
. ville, Tennessee, in 1927. Following a 

year of graduate study a1 the l:'"niver­
sity of ·wisconsin he \YH:-: named pro­
fessor of socia l science at t hC' X ortheast 
Missouri State T eachers College in the 
fail of 1928. After one year of teaching 
on t he College faculty, he was granted 
a leave of absence to complete the "·ork 
for the Ph.D. degree at George Pea­
body College for T eachers. He re­
ceived t hat degree in 1930. He sen·ed 
on the history faculty at P eabody while 
completing his doctoral work. 

In the fall of 1930 he retm:ned to the 
Kirks,,ille faculty and continued his 
teaching duties until he was appointed 
President of the College. He founded 
and operated the B ureau of Placf'ments 
of the College in addition to his teach­
ing activities. 

On June 7. 1927, he "·as married to 
::viiss ::viaurine Lea of Clifton Hill. 
::VIrs. Ryle recei,·ed the Bachelor of 
Science in Education and ::\•Ia. ter of 
Arts degrees from t he T eacher:-, Col­
lege. She had a lso studied at Stephens 
College in Columbia and at the ·cni,·er­
sitv of ::.\i{issouri. The Ryles have one

is a~sistant professor of Latin American 
history at the State Teachers College. 

Dr. Ryle is currently a member of

used as a lookout. It has been known 
as the P arcell s place and sometimes as 
t he K ellogg place. It was just a few 
years ago known as the H omer P ropst 
home. I t stands today near the east 
end of Illinois Street, owned and occu­
pied by E a rl Rogers and his fam ily . 
It is still an excellent house with the 
same wa lls t hat it had in 1862 bu t it is 
minus the cupola whi ch adorned it a 
hundred years ago. 

At first the citizens returning to 
town were afra id to help t he Confed­
erate wounded. But .John L . Porter , 
the town's leading cit izen , went to 
Colonel Mc::\' ei l and asked permission 
to establish a hospi tal on t he nor t h 
side of the square. Permission was 
granted and he d irected men carry ing 
in t he wounded and carrying off t he 
dead. There were one or more m ass 
buria ls in Forest cemetery and in t he 
rough ground east of t he cemetery. 

The wounded were brought in to the 
Ivie building which stood where is 
now t he J. C . P enney store and into a 
church sout h of t he square. McX eil 
detailed one of his surgeons named 
Lyons who called upon Dr. A . P . 
"\Villard to assist him and t hey worked 
a ll t hrough t he night, all t he next day, 
a nd all the next night. 

There were several estimates of t he 
number of Confederate casua lties. 
Colonel M c::\' eil , the 1,; nion c9mmand­
er, made an offi cia l report, and his 
figures would seem to be the m ost 
reliable. H e reported 150 ki lled , 300 to 
400 wounded, and 47 taken prisoners. 

The F ederal losses were six killed 
and 32 wounded. These a re not official 
figures, but one history gives the names 
of six who were killed as : Captain 
:Mayne, Third Iowa; A. H . W agoner, 
Mathias Olstein, and Sylvester Wit­
ha m, privates of Co. C, Merrill H orse 
(cavalry) , Sergeant ·Willi am Bush, 
Co. B , :::--Jinth Missouri tate Miljtia; 
H. H . Moore, Co. E, F irst M issouri 
State Mi li t ia. 

As evening fell on t he village of 
Kirksville, August 6, 1862, t he sun 
mercifully set over the scene of 
destruction, gore, deat h, and agony. 
.Joe Porter who had commanded two 
thousand men in the morning, made 
his way in the even ing t oward t he 
Chariton Ri ver with pcrhap · a group 
of twenty fo llowers. T he re.-t of hi s 
regiment had gone to pie('e,-;, heading 
" ·est, south, and east in small units. It 
was to be a month bPfor0 he could 
,1sse mbl c a la r ge s t rikin g force , 
a lthough there were to be severa l 
skirmishes as small bands of guerrillas 
K<'t t ra ps fo r the Federal t roops who 
fo llowed them. 

NEMOSCOPE 

Chapter III, August 7-8 

There may have been some sleeping 
by t he citizenry of Kirksville on t he 
night after the Civil War battle of 
August 6. X ot mu ch, perha ps, but 
more than t he previous night when 
everyone was so stirred up by t he 
impending conflict t hat rumor said 
would be staged in t he town. 

After t he one-sided bat tle t he town 
had in 1t only t he U nion t roops a nd the 
300 or 400 prisoners who were wounded 
and the 47 Sout herners who had 
surrenderPd . 

T he able-bodied men of t he town 
must have a ll been at work perhaps a ll 
night in caring for t he Confederate 
wounded , sin ce the U nion commander 
ordered the civilians to take over that 
job . T here were a thousand or mo re 
U nion troops in the vi llage, some of 
whom would have been busy nursing 
t heir own wounded, feed ing the re­
mainder , and perhaps li stening to t he 
stories that t he pa r t icipants in t he 
combat had to tell. Only about 500 on 
t he Union side had engaged in actual 
firing on the enemy. 

Whether they invaded homes to be 
billeted or stretched out on the ground 
has not been recorded. But since t hey 
were well equipped troops, one might 
guess that t hey pitched small tents 
and lay on t he ground, as soldiers had 
done for hundred s of years. 

.. When morning came, Colonel Mc­
Neil and his staff had work to do. The 
Confedera tes who could walk or hob­
ble were brough t forward for pa role. 
P aroling consisted of exacting an oath 
from them that they wou ld not again 
take up arms against t he United 
States government. The penal ty for 
violat ing the parole was death before 
a firing sq uad. As the men were 
brought forward , t heir names were 
obtained and records were searched. 
If t hey were found to be former 
parolees, t hey were set aside for court 
martial. Fifteen men were singled 
out. 

A group of officers gave them a brief 
t rial and sen tenced them to death. 
They were lined up at a point near the 
presen t (or perhaps one should say 
the recent) ·w abash ;station and shot 
to death by a firing ;;quad. The men 
thus k illed were Wi lliam Bates, R. M . 
Galbreath , Lewis Rollins, Willia m 
, Vil ·on , Columbus H arris, Reuben 
Thomas (or Thompson), T homas 
vVebb, and R euben G reen of Monroe 
County, J ames Christian, D avid 
Wood, and Bennett H ayden , of Shelby 
County ; ,Villiam Ba ilee and Hamilton 
Brannon of :Marion County, and ,John 
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Kent of Adair County. This incident 
was spoken of for some time as t he 
IGrksville massacre, just as a so me­
what simila r affair at a later time was 
known as t he Palmyra massacre . 
Colonel M cNeil was involved in bot h 
of t hese cruel affairs and they gave him 
a reputation as a heartless commander. 

Colonel John M c'N eil had been given 
command of the F edera l forces in 
::--Jortheast Missouri in early 1862. He 
was a St. Louisan and was given 1250 
men of the Missouri State Milita in the 
summer of 1862 to take after ,Joe 
Porter and his guerrillas. It was at 
Kirksville t hat he caught up with 
Porter a nd scattered t hose forces. 
M c-:-,.reil received congrat ulations from 
hi::; superi or officers for the victory at 
Kirksville, and he was soon promoted 
to brigadier general. 

After 1862 McNeil left Northeast 
Missouri and commanded in Southeast 
1\/[issouri, Central 1\/[issouri , and down 
in Louisiana. H e defended Cape 
Girardeau against Marmaduke in the 
spring of 1863. In the fall of that year 
he left his pistol at Lebanan after t he 
raid on Boonville in an attempt t o 
intercep t Jo Shelby's ret reat to Arkan­
sas. In fact he failed , but he did follow 
Shelby past Fort Smith, Arkansas. In 
August, 1864, he had headquarters at 
Rolla a nd moved troops into Jefferson 
City to defend it against Sterling Price. 
After Price had been defeated at West­
port, McNei l followed that army into 
the southwest where it was disintegrat­
ed. · H e held a command in Central 
M issouri t hereafter which he held 
until he resigned in 1865. In 1866 he 
was elected sheriff of St. Louis County 
and in 1868 he was reelected. In 
politics he was a Liberal Republican. 
H e continued in public positions for 
some years. He died June 7, 1891, and 
was buried in B ellefontaine Cemetery, 
Saint Louis. 

Confederate sympathizers blamed 
McNeil for unjust executions at Kirk:,­
ville and for executions at Palmyra 
which were looked upon as pure 
vengeance. The fifteen men shot at 
Kirksville were violators of their 
paroles. Both sides exacted this penal­
ty in order to impress parolees with the 
seriousness of their oaths. 

It is said that the intervention of 
John L. Porter saved the life of Jackson 
G. Oldham of Kirksvi lle, He had been 
paroled and an informer told McXeil 
that Oldham. had violated his parole. 
M c:::--Jci l accepted Porter's word that 
Oldham had not done so, and his li fe 
was saved. Later on, Oldham's son was 
taken by t he . Union t roops, and a 
confusion of names brought about the 
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execution of the son at :Macon in 
September, 1862. · 

Confederate hospitals were impro­
vised in a store building on the north­
east corner of the square, and in a 
church in the southern part of town. 
Dr. Willard was kept very busy for 
about sixty hours. At the church hos­
pital, Dr. John ~avi's, of Lewis county, 
who had been with Porter partly as a 
surgeon and partly as a captain and 
leader, was engaged the night after the 
battle in caring for the rebel wounded , 
when he was taken away from his dut ­
ies by a squad of the Missouri State 
Militia, who said they had orders to 
escort him t9 McNeil's headquarters. 
In an alley one hundred yards from 
the hospital Dr. Davis was shot and 
kilted. The guard claimed t hat he had 
broken away in an attempt to escape, 
and refusing to halt, was fired upon. 
Many people, however, preferred to 
believed that he was induced to run, 
and was virtually murdered. 

Frisby H enderson McCullough, lieu­
tenant colonel of Porter's regiment, 
was second in command at K irksville, 
but probably did little in t he battle. 
HE' was sick and after t he rout he 
told Porter that he was going to his 
home in l\/Iarion county. Porter offered 
to send two men wit,h him, but 
characteristically McCullough, who 
knew t he risk that he was taking, 
refused to endanger any one else, and 
started out alone on foot. 

He had traveled 18 miles by morn­
ing and was within eight miles of Edina 
when he lay down in a grove to rest. 
He was captured by Home Guards and 
taken to Edina, where he was paraded 
for a t ime as prize capture and t hen 
turned over to t he supply train whi ch 
came through on its way to Kirksville. 
Palmyra was the base of supplies for 
the Union troops and a wagon train 
under Captain John S. Best, headed for 
Kirksville, took him along. On August 
8 they arrived at Kirksville and he was 
turned over to McNeil. 

Colonel McNeil ordered a court 
martial and had McCullough t ried 
as a bushwhacker. McCull ough had 
on his person a sort of document 
identifying him as a Confederate 
soldier. It read that the bearer was an 
authorized recru iter for the Confeder­
ate forces. He was wearing a Confed­
erate uniform identifying him as a 
commissioned officer. McNeil refused 
to treat him as a prisoner of war but 
chose rather to treat him as a traitor 
making war on the U nited States 
government. 

Perhaps McNei l might have justifi ed 
his action, but it was a d ifferent t reat-
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ment from that accorded the 300 or 
more prisoners (mostly wounded men) 
taken in battle. The result of the 
court-martial was the inevitable order 
to place him in front of a firing squad. 
This was carried out in dramatic fash­
ion the same day, August 8. McCul­
lough asked permission and it was 
a llowed him, to give the order for 
firing. "May God forgi ve you for t hi s 
cold-blooded murder," he said . And 
then to t he men facing him with their 
rifles, "Aim at the heart. Fire!" he 
commanded. 

It is said that only one bullet hit 
him. Most of the squad fired over him. 
But he fell, and t he coup de grace­
bullets from a pistol perhaps- finished 
t he task. 

McCullough was no bushwhacker. 
.He probably was a poor commanding 
officer , but a good recruiter. H e was 
a popular man, member of a prominent 
farm family of Marion county, who 
believed in slavery and secession, and 
had been elected as an officer when 
Porter was elected colonel. 

His body was given to relatives who 
buried him at Asbury Chapel in Lewis 
county. 

The death of M cCullough increased 
the bitterness which Northeast Mis­
souri had against McNeil. McCul­
lough had a family of his own, and his 
son Frisby H. McCullough .Jr. was 
several decades later one of t he best­
knom1 attorneys in N ortheast Mis­
souri. He made his home in Edina, 
and served a term in t he M issouri 
Senate. 

Chapter VI- Aftermath 

A large set of books published by 
the ·war D epartment, called "The 
War of the Rebellion " gives the official 
account of the Battle of Kirksville. 
R. J . Holcomber of Chicago, who wrote 
a series of M issouri coun ty histories 
including one for Adair count y in the 
J880's for t he Goodspeed Publish ing 
Company , interviewed some survivors 
and eyewitnesses of the battle. Hi s 
hi stories of Knox, Lewis, and Shelby 
counties also cover some of the after­
math. The Kirksvill e Daily Express in 
August, 1912, celebrated t he semi­
centenni al of t he Batt le with a specia l 
edition and interviews wit h some eye­
witnesses who were still li ving. 

Professor E. M . Violette, wri t ing a 
H istory of Adair County in 1911, a lso 
obtained t he stories of a few .- urvivors 
and witn esses, such as .John L . P orter 
of K irksville. Dr. Joseph A. M udd 
wrote "Wit h Portor in North M is­
souri" in l 909 and proba bly it is tho 
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most important source-book of what 
happened in Northeast Missouri after 
August 6, 1862. While Gettysburg is 
often called t he "High-Water Mark of 
the Confederacy, " the battle of Kirks­
ville, a lthough not a large one, might 
be called the Confederate High-Water 
Mark West of t he Mississippi. If 
one were to accept t he definition of a 
battle as an engagement in which bat­
tle deaths exceeded one hundred , one 
can say that Kirksville was the north­
ernmost battle of t he Civil War in t he 
west. 

M cNeil received reinforcements on 
August 7- Lieutenant Colonel Morsey 
with 427 men of the Tenth Cavalry and 
Major Rogers with t he Second Bat­
talion of the E leventh Cavalry, Mis­
souri State Milit ia. These cavalrymen 
had left Newark with McNeil but he 
had t hem swing farther north than the 
route which he had taken with his 
t housand men. This deployment was 
to cut off Porter and Cain from a 
retreat to the north. 

The reinfor ce ment s probably 
brought McNeil the problem of how 
to feed these extra men, but it was 
solved short ly by t he arrival of Cap­
tain Best and Lieutenant Hill with 
t he wagon train of supplies from P al­
myra on August 8, consisting of eight 
thousand rations and a considerable 
quantity of horseshoes. 

Porter's men partially reasembled 
and fought part of the Federal force at 
Stockton, which was west of Macon on 
t he Hannibal & St. Joseph Railroad. 
The result of this skirmish was the 
redirection of Porter to the north and 
west. The Confederates ambushed 
a Union contingent at Walnut Creek, 
and again at See's Ford (in Adair 
county). Porter disbanded his regi­
ment on August 11, saying that each 
company would have to fend for itself. 
Many of the men went home, for his 
army was a lmost entirely made up of 
Northeast Missourians. 

Nevertheless Porter began reas::;em­
b li ng a regiment as fast as he could, 
and on September J 2, he struck at 
Palm.yra with 1,500 men. This was a 
raid rather than a battle. Palmyra 
was occupied by lVIcN eil (now a 
bri gadier general) and the Northeast 
M issouri Division, but t he darrng 
Portrr and his guerrillas fo ught t heir 
way into Palmyra, got, what they were 
after , and retreated. T hey released 
fifty Confederate prisoners from the 
l'Ounty ja il, picked up a ll the guns, 
ammunition, and food t hat they could 
come upon, and returned to their 
camp. They also took with them one 
Andrew All sma n, who was attarhed 
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to t he proYost-marshal ·s office 111 

Palmyra as an informer. 
:\IcX eil demanded the ret urn of 

Allsman, on penalty of haYing ten 
Confederate sympathizers exec uted if 
Allsman were not returned. The Con­
federates did nothing-they had prob­
ably di sposed of Allsman-and on 
October 18, :\1cX eil ' · under-officer 
Provost-:\1ar ·hal v\ . R. Strachan made 
good t he threat and exec uted ten 
pri soner,· ,vho had been picked by lot. 
By this infamou · action, which has 
gone d°'rn in history as t he P a lmyra 
:\1assacre, ::VI: cX eil acquired a reputa­
tion for extreme cruelty. X o less a 
person than .Jefferson D avis demanded 
the surrender of ~vl:c_ -eil, adding the 
threat of killing ten F ederal officer­
prisoners if McX eil ,Yere not :ur­
rendered. 

However ::VI: cX eil ,ms not surrend­
ered and J efferson D avis did not make 
good hi · threat. :;\1cX eil addressed a 
k•t ter to President Lincoln offering to 
: urrendcr if Lincoln thought it ,ms 
be:t to do so . 

.Joe Porter moved out of the vicinity 
of Palmyra a fter September 12, and on 
the 1-!th ,ms set upon a t Whaley's =,1i ll 
at Lewis county, and his forces were 
again scattered. For the next ix weeks 
he bu.-ied himEPlf with sending men in 
small unit.- to the Confederate lines 111 

outh Mis. omi and Arkan. as. It is 
said that in his career he sent in all five 
thousand men from X orth M issouri 
during 1 62. He himself cro .-ed the 
:\1is.-ouri RiYer in October or X ovem­
ber, rowing aero. s at Providence in 
Boone co unty in a ·kiff. Thirty-five 
men joined him on the south side of the 
riv r and made their way to the Con­
federate forces. Porter was bad ly 
woundC'cl at the battle of Hart ville, 
C'Ollnty sc-at of ,vright c-ounty, :\1is­
so uri , on .Jant1ary] 1, l 63 , and died in 
c-amp at Batesville-, ,\rkarn;as, on 
February I , ] G3.
